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PREFACE

Among those Churches of the Lord Jesus Christ which

follow the Presbyterian rule and order, Liberty of Worship

has been esteemed a most precious privilege and inherit-

ance ; and while they have been both fearless and faithful

to uphold it, against the intrusion of superstitious and

burdensome ceremonies, they have also been diligent to

seek, in the Public Services of Religion, the golden mean

between a too great laxity and a tyrannical uniformity.

Such things as are of Divine Institution they have ob-

served in every Ordinance ; and other things they have en-

deavoured to set forth " according to the Rules of Christian

Prudence, agreeable to the general Rules of the Word of

God."

Although the Books of Common Order, which were pre-

pared for the Reformed Churches, at the beginning, in all

countries, contained both prayers and other forms, yet

were those books not so much imposed by way of inflexi-

ble regulation, as they were offered and accepted as profit-

able Aids to Worship; and they not onl}^ permitted but

encouraged the exercise of Free Pra3"er. In a like spirit

the Directory for Worship, adopted at a later time by the

Church of Scotland, for the sake of unity with their breth-

ren in the Church of England, so far from establishing an

invariable form of Public Worship, expressly provided for

a liberty of variation ; and it did not in any way prohibit

the use of prepared orders and prayers, conformable to the

general directions given therein.

The same wise and blessed liberty is maintained in the

Presbyterian Church in the United States of America even

to this day. Accordingly it seemed good to the General
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Assembly of 1903, hearkening to the desire of many pastors

and churches, to appoint a Committee of Ministers and
Ruling Elders who should prepare, " in harmony with the

Directory for Worship, a Book of Simple Forms and Ser-

vices, proper and helpful for voluntary use in Presbyte-

rian churches, in the celebration of the Sacraments, in

Marriages and Funerals, and in the Conduct of Public

Worship." This work has been continued, in faithful obe-

dience, and in humble reliance on the Holy Spirit, through
nearly three years of patient labour, and has been submit-

ted, in its progress, to two successive Assemblies. The
principles by which the work has been guided were ap-

proved, and its completion was ordered. This having
been done, so far as God enabled us, in the Book herewith
presented, its publication is now " Authorized by the Gen-
eral Assembly, for Voluntary Use in the Churches."

This Book of Common Worship is, therefore, not to be
taken in any wise as a liturgy imposed by authority. Nor is

it a substitute for the Directory for Worship, but rather a

supplement to it, wherein the instructions of the Standards
are followed on all essential points, and aid is offered, to

those who desire it, for the conduct of the Public Services

of Religion with reverence and propriety. We have studied

earnestly to embody the truths of our Holy Religion in the

language of orderly devotion, to the end that by the Sac-

raments, the stated Ordinances of the Lord's Day. and all

the ordinary and occasional offices of the Church, men may
be both instructed and confirmed in the faith of Jesus
Christ. We have searched the Holy Scriptures, the usage
of the Reformed Churches, and the devotional treasures

of early Christianity, for the most noble, clear, and mov-
ing expressions of the Spirit of Praise and Prayer ; and
we have added to these ancient and venerable forms and
models, such others as might serve, under the guidance of

the same Spirit, to give a voice to the present needs, the
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urgent desires, and the vital hopes of the Church living in

these latter days and in the freedom of this Republic.

Coacerning the manner in which the different Services

are ordered and arranged, and the best way in which they

may be used to edification, a few suggestions are offered

in the pages immediately following this Preface ; and
throughout the Book, tjtie careful reader will find that the

words of guidance which precede the various parts of the

services are designed, not only to mark their spiritual

significance, but also to enable all the People to join in the

Acts of Worship, that all things may be done decently and
in order. The longer and more important rubrics are tran-

scribed from the Directory for Worship of this Church,

which disapproves alike of "confining Ministers to set or

fixed forms of prayer for public Worship," and of permit-

ting that important service to be disgraced "by mean, ir-

regular, or extravagant effusions." It is to be remembered,

therefore, that the forms here offered are to be used only

"if the Minister so please," as a help in Common Wor-
ship, and not without a constant care and diligence, by
"acquaintance with the Holy Scriptures, by meditation,

by reading the best writers on the subject, and by a life of

communion with God in secret, to endeavour to acquire

both the spirit and the gift of Prayer."

In the Treasury of Prayers many things have been gath-

ered together which may be not only useful, from time to

time, in the conduct of Public Services, but also profit-

able for reading and study, for use in private devotion,

and in that revival of Family Worship which is greatly

needed in all our Churches. It is hoped, therefore, that

the whole Book, having been prepared with a sincere wish

to advance saving knowledge and true piety, may be re-

ceived, studied, and used, by earnest members of this Church
and by faithful Christians elsewhere, in the spirit of can-

dour, simplicity, and brotherly love ; devoutly meditating
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upon the real meaning of the Christian faith, and endeav-
ouring to adorn the Gospel of God our Saviour in all things.

And to this end we pray that the H0I3' Spirit will accom-
pany and bless this Book with His ever-present Grace;
that wherever it is used the hearts of men may be truly

drawn and led to the Throne of the Divine Mercy; and
that all the people may find comfort, joy, and strength as

they unite in the Common Worship of God who is revealed
in Jesus Christ our adorable Redeemer.

CONCEKNING THE USE OF THIS
BOOK.

^ None of the Forms of Sermce in this Book are intended
to he in any sense obligatory ; hut where a given Order is
voluntarily used it toill promote unity and the general con-
venience if the parts are followed as here arranged.

IT In order that all the People should take their part in the
Puhlic Worship of Ood, it is most earnestly recommended
that, in those churches ichich choose to make use of the fol-
lowing Orders and Forms of Service, every member of the Con-
gregation should be supplied with a copy of this Book ; and,
also, that the directions which precede each part of the differ-
ent services should be studied beforehand both by Minister
and People, so that confusion or uncertainty in the conduct
of Worship may he avoided.

IT The playing of a voluntary on the organ while the Con-
gregation are assembling, the singing of a Psalm instead of
the responsive reading from the Psalter, or of an Anthem
after the Scripture reading, and other like observances, are
left to the choice and usage of each church. But it should
always be remembered that the Organist and the Choir are
members of the Congregation, and that their cooperation will
be of the greatest help to the Minister in conducting all the
parts of Worship.

^ To attain the prompt and hearty participation of the
People, it is necessary that they should know beforehand what
is expected of them. Therefore, when any change is to he
made in the order of a Service as given in the Book {as, for
example, in the use of The Commandments at the Morning
Service, The Beatitudes at the Evening Service, or in the
time of making the Offering or of singing the last Hymn),
the Minister should be careful that the Congregation are
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chily notified. It is also desirable, in places where it is con-
venient, that the 7iumbers of the Hymns and of the Selection
from the Psalter be posted where they can be seen by the
Congregation.

^ In connection with the General Prayer in the Lord's
Day Services it is recommended that the Minister make faith-
ful preparation of his own heart and mind to lead the People
in their Adorations, Thanksgivings, Supplications, and
Intercessions. If he should make any use, in thus preparing
himself, of those which are given in the Treasury of
Prayers, this should be done with forethought and much
care, in order not only to avoid injudicious length, but also
that the prayer may beframed to express his own thought and
feeling, and may also be suited to the occasion or the special
need of the congregation.

1[ The use of this Book loill bcprofitable only to those icho
are careful not to make it a means of formal ar restricted
worship, either public or private ; but loho remember always
their duty as Christians both to seek and to cherish the gift
of Prayer, by which they shall be enabled to frame wise and
earnest and reverent petitions, as well for others as for
themselves. And in every service of the Church it is fitting
that the Minister and every one of the People should pray in
silence, at the beginning, for the guidance and help of the
Holy Spirit, and at the close of the service, that all who have
taken part in it may receive the blessing of God through
Jes2is Christ.

The Call to Worship.

assembled in schools and colleges; those who are in the midst
of great danger or temptation; and all who are bound to us by
ties of kinship or affection:

IT In any or all of these Adorations, Thanksgivings, Supplications,
and Intercessions, the Minister, if he will, may use any of the
Prayers given in this Book, under the title of Treasury of
Prayers. Or he may carefidly order his thoughts and compose
his spirit to utter with propriety the desires and petitions of
the People, remembering tvhat is suitable and necessary for
them in their Common Worship. At the end, of the Grveral
Prayer the Minister and People shall say together the Lord's
Prayer.

THE ORDER FOR

THE CELEBRATION OF THE COMMUNION
OR SACRAMENT OF THE

LORD'S SUPPER

If The Communion, or Supper of the Lord, is to be celebrated
frequently ; but how often, may be determined by the Minis-
ter and Eldership of each congregation, as they may judge
mostfor edification. —Directory for Worship, Chap, ix, § 1,

H It is proper that public notice shoidd be given to the congregation,
at least the Lord's Day before the administration of the ordi-
nance, and that, either then or on some day of the week, the
p)eople be instructed in its nature,and a due pre2}arationfor it

;

that all may come in a suitable manner to this holy feast. —
Directory for Worship, Chap, ix, § 3.

IT When the time is comefor administration, the Minister shall say,

T^EARLY beloved, as we draw near to the Lord's Supper
-^ to celebrate the Holy Communion of the Body and
Blood of Christ, we are gratefully to remember that our
Lord instituted this Sacrament to be observed in His
Church unto the end of the world: for the perpetual re-

membrance of the sacrifice of Himself in His death, the
sealing all benefits thereof unto true believers, their spirit-

ual nourishment and growth in Him, their further engage-
ment in and to all duties which they owe unto Him ; and
to be a bond and pledge of their union with Him and with
each other as members of His mystical body.

Let us consider earnestly our great need of having our
comfort and strength so renewed in this our earthlj^ pil-

grimage and warfare; and especially how necessary it is

that we come unto the Lord's Table with knowledge, faith,

repentance, love, and with hearts hungering and thirsting

after Christ, Not unto those who live willingly in trans-

gression and offenses, holding fellowship with hatred,
malice, or impurity ; nor unto those who cherish pride and
self-righteousness in their hearts, trusting secretly in their
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own works and merits, are these benefits of Christ offered.

But all that are truly sorry for their sins and would be
delivered from the burden of them, all that humbly put
their trust in Christ, and desire His grace that they may
lead a holy life, are invited and encouraged in His Name
to come to this Sacrament. Let us therefore so come that
we may find refreshing and rest unto our souls.

^ Then let the People stand up and sing

A Hymn.

IT If it be more convenient in any church, this Hymn may he omit-
ted.

K The Table, on rvhich the elements are placed, being decently cov-
ered, the bread in convenient dishes, and the xvine in cups, and
the Communicants orderly and gravely sitting around the
Table, (or in their seats before it) in the presence of the Minis-
ter, he shall say,

"DELOVED in the Lord, attend to the Words of the Insti-^ tution of the Holy Supper of our Lord Jesus Christ,

as they are delivered by the Apostle Paul: "I have re-

ceived of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you,
That the Lord Jesus the same night in which He was
betrayed took bread ; and when He had given thanks. He
brake it, and said. Take, eat: this is My body, which is

broken for you : this do in remembrance of Me. After the
same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped,
saying, This cup is the New Testament in My blood : this

do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me. For as
often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show
the Lord's death till He come.

"

And now, in His Name, I take these elements

(IT Here the Minister may lay his hand upon the plate and the cup)

to be set apart by prayer and thanksgiving to the holy use
for which He has appointed them.

^ Then the Minister shall say,

Let us pray.

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H Then the Minister shall proceed, saying,

A LMIGHTY God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,^ whose once offering up of Himself, by Himself, upon

the cross, once for all, we commemorate before Thee ;
We

beseech Thee to accept this our spiritual oblation of all

possible praise for the same. And here we offer and pre-

sent, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and bodies, to be a rea-

sonable, holy, and living sacrifice, acceptable unto Thee

through Jesus Christ Thy Son :

And we most humbly beseech Thee, Father of all mer-

cies and God of all comfort, to vouchsafe Thy gracious

presence, and the effectual working of Thy Spirit in us,

and so to sanctify these elements both of Bread and Wine,

and to bless Thine own Ordinance; that we may receive

by faith Christ crucified for us, and so feed upon Him,

that He may be one with us and we with Him ;

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THE ADMINISTRATION OF BAPTISM
TO INFANTS.

IF Baptism is not to be unnecessarily delayed ; nor to be adminis-
tered in any case by any private person; but by a Minister of
Christ, called, to be the steward of the mysteriesof God. — Direc-
tory for Worship, Chap, viii, § 1.

H Although Baptism is usually to be administered in the church,
in the presence of the congregation; yet there m.ay be cases
when it will be expedient to administer this Sacrament in pri-
vate houses; ofivhichthe Minister is to be the judge.— Direc-
tory for Worship, Chap, viii, § 5.

H After previous notice is given to the Minister, the Child to be
baptized is to be presented to him by one or both the parents,
tvhom the Minister shall address in this vnse :

"TiEARLY beloved, Almighty God, who has called us
--^ into His Church, has promised to be our God, and also
the God and Father of our children; Avhich covenant He
renews in this Sacrament of Baptism, given to us and to
our children, as a sign and seal of the washing away ojf

our sins and our ingrafting into Christ. St. Paul assures
us that the children of the faithful are to be numbered
among the holy people of God. Our Saviour also, in the
Gospel, calls the children unto Him, and blesses them, sa,y-

iug : Suffer the little children to come unto Me, and forbid
them not: for of such is the Kingdom of God.
Forasmuch as you desire and claim these blessings for

your Child, you will now engage, on your part, to perform
those things which God requires of you, that the good will

and pleasure of your Heavenly Father may not b^ hidden
from your Child.

H Here the Minister shall address the follotving Qitestions to the
Parents; and the Parents, each of them, shall make answer :

Question. Do you accept, for yourself and for your
Child, the covenant of God, and therein con-
secrate your Child to Him ?

Ans2cer. I do.
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Question. Do you promise to instruct your Child in the
principles of our holy religion, as contained in

the Scriptures, to pray with Mm and for hini,

and to bring him up in the nurture and ad-
monition of the Lord ?

Answer. I do.

t Then the Minister shall say,

/TYRANT, O Lord, to these Thy servants grace to perform
^-^ the things which they ham promised before Thee

:

And sanctify with Thy Spirit this Child now to be bap-
tized according to Thy Word ; through Jesus Christ our
Lord. Amen.

IT Then, all present reverently standing, the Minister shall say to
the Parents,

What is the name of this Child ?

IT Then the Minister {taking the Child in his arms, or leaving it in
the arms of the Parent), pronoioicing the name of the Child,
shall pour or sprinkle xvater upon it, saying,

I baptize thee in the Name of the Father, and of
^^ the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. Amen.

It Then the Minister shall say,

Let us pray.

IVrOST holy and merciful Father, we give Thee hearty
-^ thanks that Thou hast numbered us amongst Thy

people, and dost also call our children unto Thee, marking
them with this Sacrament, as a singular token and badge of

Thy love. Wherefore, we beseech Thee to confirm Thy fa-

vour more and more toward us, and to take into Thy tuition

counsel of God's own will, in His appointed time. Gh'ace and
salvation are, however, not so inseparably annexed unto Bap>-
tism as that none can be regenerated or saved witJiout it, or
that all that are baptized are undoubtedly regenerated. — Con-
fession of Faith, Chap, xxviii, §§ 5, 6.

IT When, by death of the parents or othei'wise, children are re-

moved from their custody, the guardian or other persoii irho
has undertaken to rear them may present them for Baptism,
provided \xe possess the qualifications requisite for ha vuig his
own children baptized, and is willing to assume the obligations
made by pore?it5 in the foregoing service. — Minutes of the
Synod of 1786.
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THE ADMINISTRATIOlSr OF BAPTISM
TO ADULTS

AND THEIR RECEPTION TO THE LORD'S SUPPER.

H When unbaptized persons ap>plyfor admission into the Church,
they shall, in ordinary cases, after giving satisfaction with re-
spect to their knowledge and piety, make a public profession of
theirfaith in the presence of the congregation ; and thereupon
be baptized. —Directory for Worship, Chap, x, § 4.

H The Candidates appearing before the Minister, he shall say,

XTEAR the Words of the Institution of this holy Sacra-
-*-^ ment, as delivered by our Lord and Saviour to His dis-

ciples, before His ascension to the right hand of God

:

"All power is given unto Me in heaven and in earth.

Go ye, therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in

the Name of the Father, and of the Sou, and of the Holy
Ghost: teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I

have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even
unto the end of the world."
Hence St. Peter, on the day of Pentecost, called upon the

people, saying, "Repent, and be baptized, every one of

you, in the Name of Jesus Christ, for the remission of sins,

and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost. For the
promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that
are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall

call."

Doubt ye not, therefore, but earnestly believe, that He
will number among Plis people these present Persons, truly
repenting and coming unto Him by faith, and that this Bap-
tism with water in His Name shall be unto them the sign
and seal of the washing away of their sins, their engrafting
into Christ, their regeneration by His Holy Spirit, and their

engagement to be the Lord's.

Baptism, and promise with God's help to serve
the Lord, and keep His commandments all

the days of your life ?

Ansioer. I do.
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If Here, if any Adults have been baptized at the same Service the
Minister shall address thefoUoiving Question to them n.s well
as to those who were baptized in infancy, and they shall be
included in thefollowing parts of this Order.

Question. Now desiring to be received to the Lord's
Supper, do you promise to make diligent use
of the means of grace, submitting yourself
to the lawful authority and guidance of the
Church, and continuing in the peace and
fellowship of the people of God V

Ansioer. I do.

If Then the Minister {laying his hand, if such be his discretion,
upon the head of every one in order kneeling before him) shall
say,

They are to be taught to pray, to abhor sin, tofear God, and to
obey the Lord Jesus Christ. And when they'come to years of
discretion, if they be free from scandal, a2yp>ear sober and
steady, and to have sufficient knoivledge to discern the Lord's
body, they ought to be informed it is their duty and pt^'ivilege

to come to the Lord's Supper. — 'Directory for 'Worship, Cliap.
x,§l.

IT The years of discretion in young Christians cannot be precisely
fixed. This must be left to the prudence of the eldership. The
Officers of the church are the judges of the qualifications of those
to be admitted to sealing ordinances, and of the time when it is
proper to admit young Christians to them. — Directory for
Worship, Chap, x, § 2.

U A public Servicefor the reception of baptized persons to the Com-
onunion is not to be regarded, as a part of either Sacrament,
nor as an invanable condition of their admission to the Lord's
Supper, but simply as a method advisable in ordinary cases

;

the occasions u'hen it may be necessary or proper to use some
other method being left to the prudence and judg7ne7it of the
Officers of the church.

THE ORDER FOR

THE SOLEMNIZATION OF MARRIAGE.

^ Forasmuch as Marriage is a sacred relation, the ground of
himianfellowship and society, and most xirecious to mankind;
although it be not a Sacrcimetit nor ijeculiar to the Church of
Christ, it is proper that it be solemnized by a lawfal Minister,

that he may give counsel from the Word of God to those enter-

ing hohj wedlock, and invoke the Divine blessing upon them.

H The J'ersons to be married shall present themselves before the
Minister, the Woman standing at the left hand of the Man.
Then, all present reverently standing, the Minister shall say,

DEARLY beloved, we are assembled here in the presence

of God, to join this Man and this Woman in holy Mar-

riage ; which is instituted of God, regulated by His com-

mandments, blessed by our Lord Jesus Christ, and to be

held in honour among all men. Let us therefore reverently

remember that God has established and sanctified Mar-
riage, for the welfare and happiness of mankind. Our Sav-

iour has declared that a man shall forsake his father and
mother and cleave unto his wife. By His apostles. He has

instructed those who enter into this relation to cherish a

mutual esteem and love ; to bear with each other's infirmi-

ties and weaknesses ; to comfort each other in sickness,

trouble, and sorrow ; in honesty and industry to provide

for each other, and for their household, in temporal things
;

to pray for and encourage each other in the things which
pertain to God ; and to live together as the heirs of the

grace of life.

Forasmuch as these two Persons have come hither to be

made one in this holy estate, if there be any here present

who knows any just cause why they may not lawfully be

joined in Marriage, I require him now to make it known,
or ever after to hold his peace.
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IT Then, speaking unto the Persons who are to be married, he shall
say,

T CHARGE you both, before the great God the Searcher
-- of all hearts, that if either of you know any impediment,
why ye may not lawfully be joined together in Marriage,
ye do now confess it. For be ye well assured that if any
persons are joined together otherwise than as God's Word
allows, their union is not blessed by Him.

1 ComNTiiiANS XV. 20-28 ; 35-58.

^OW is Christ risen from the dead, and become the first-

-^ fruits of them that slept. For since by man came
death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead. For
as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.
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But every man in his own order : Christ the first-fruits

;

afterward they that are Christ's at his coming.
Then cometh the end, wiien he shall have delivered up

the kingdom to God, even the Father ; w^hen he shall have
put down all rule, and all authority and power. For he
must reign, till he hath put all enemies under his feet. The
last enemy that shall be destroyed is death. For he hath
put all things under his feet. But wiien he saith, All things
are put under him, it is manifest that he is excepted, which
did put all things under him. And when all things shall

be subdued unto him, then shall the Sou also himself be
subject unto him that put all things under him, that God
ma.y be all in all.

But some man will sa}'. How are the dead raised up ? and
with w^hat bod)' do they come ? Thou fool, that which thou
sowest is not quickened, except it die. And that w^hich
thou sowest, thou sowest not that body that shall be, but
bare grain, it may chance of wheat, or of some other grain :

but God giveth it a body as it hath pleased him, and to

every seed his own body. All flesh is not the same flesh

:

but there is one kind of flesh of men, another flesh of beasts,

another of fishes, and another of birds. There are also

celestial bodies, and bodies terrestrial : but the glory of the
celestial is one, and the glory of the terrestrial is another.
There is one glory of the sun, and another glory of the moon,
and another glory of the stars ; for one star differeth from
another star in glory. So also is the resurrection of the
dead. It is sown in corruption, it is raised in incorruption :

it is sown in dishonour, it is raised in glory : it is sown in

Weakness, it is raised in power: it is sown a natural bod}',

it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and
there is a spiritual body. And so it is written, The first man
Adam was made a living soul ; the last Adam was made
a quickening spirit. Howbeit that was not first which is

spiritual, but that which is natural ; and afterward that
which is spiritual. The first man is of the earth, earthy;
the second man is the Lord from heaven. As is the earthy,
such are they also that are earthy ; and as is the heavenly,
such are they also that are heavenly. And as we have
borne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the image
of the heavenly. Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and
blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God ; neither doth
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corruption inherit incorruption. Behold, I show you a mys-
tery ; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed,
in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump:
for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised

incorruptiWe, and we shall be changed. For this corrupt-
ible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put
on immortality. So when this corruptible shall have put
on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immor-
tality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is writ-
ten. Death is swallowed up in victory. O death, where is

thy sting ? O grave, where is thy victory ? The sting
of death is sin ; and the strength of sin is the law. But
thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our
Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye
steadfast, unmovable, always abounding in the work of
the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in

vain in the Lord.

T ET not your heart be troubled : ye believe in God, believe

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soever I have said unto you. Peace I leave with you, my
peace I give uuto you : not as the world giveth, give I

unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be
afraid.

T WOULD not have you to be ignorant, brethren, con-
-- cerning them which are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even
as others which have no hope. For if we believe that
Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep
in Jesus will God bring with him. For this we say unto
you by the word of the Lord, that w^e which are alive and
remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent
them which are asleep. For the Lord himself shall descend
from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel,
and with the trump of God ; and the dead in Christ shall

lise first : then we which are alive and remain shall be
caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the
Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.
Wherefore comfort one another with these words.
But of the times and the seasons, brethren, ye have no

need that I write unto you. For yourselves knov^^ perfectly,
that the day of the Lord so cometli as a thief in the night.
For when they shall say, Peace and safety ; then sudden
destruction cometh upon them, as travail* upon a woman
with child ; and they shall not escape. But ye, brethren,
are not in darkness, that that day should overtake you as a
thief. Ye are all the children of light, and the children of
the day : we are not of the night, nor of darkness. There-
fore let us not sleep, as do others ; but let us watch and be
sober. For they that sleep sleep in the night ; and they
that be drunken are drunken in the night. But let us, who
are of the day, be sober, putting on the breastplate of faith

and love ; and for an helmet, the hope of salvation. For
God hath not appointed us to wrath, but to obtain salvation
by our Lord Jesus Christ, who died for us, that, whether we
wake or sleep, we should live together with him. Where-
fore comfort yourselves together, and edify one another,
even as also ye do.
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H Or this:

Revelation xxi. 1-4, 22-27 ; xxii. 1-7.

A ND I saw a new heaven and a new earth : for the first
-^-^ heaven and the first earth were passed away; and
there was no more sea.

And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming
down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned
for her husband. And I heard a great voice out of heaven,
saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he
will dwell with them, and they shall be his people^nd God
himself shall be with them, and be their God. ^And God
shall wipe away all tears from their eyes ; and there shall

And I saw no temple therein : for the Lord God Almighty
and the Lamb are the temple of it.

And there shall in no wise enter into it anything
that defileth, neither whatsoever worketh abomination, or
maketh a lie ; but they which are written in the Lamb's
book of life.

And he shewed me a pure river of water of life, clear as
crystal, proceeding out of the throne of God and of the
Lamb. In the midst of the street of it, and on either side

of the river, was there the tree of life, which bare twelve
manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every month : and
the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.

xVnd there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God
and of the Lamb shall be in it ; and his servants shall serve
him : And they shall see his face ; and his name shall be in

their foreheads. And there shall be no night there ; and
they need no candle, neither light of the sun; for the Lord
God giveth them light: and they shall reign for ever and
ever. And he said unto me. These sayings are faithful and
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true : aud the Lord God of the holy prophets sent his ano;el

to shew unto his servants the things which must shordy
be done.

Behold, I come quickly: blessed is he that keepeth the
sayings of the prophecy of this book.

"TiAVID therefore besought God for the child ; and David
^-^ fasted, and went in, and lay all night upon the earth.
And the elders of his house arose, and went to him, to raise
him up from the earth : but he would not, neither did he
eat bread with them.
And it came to pass on the seventh day, that the child

died. And the servants of David feared to tell him that
the child was dead : for they said. Behold, while the child
was yet alive, we spake unto him, and he would not
hearken \mto our voice : how will he then vex himself, if

we tell him that the child is dead ? But when David saw
that his servants whispered, David perceived that the child
was dead : therefore David said unto his servants, Is the
child dead ? and they said, He is dead. Then David arose
from the earth, and washed, and anointed himself, and
changed his apparel, and came into the house of the Lord,
and worshipped : then he came to his own house

; and
when he required, they set bread before him, and he did
eat. Then said his servants unto him, What thing is this
that thou hast done ? thou didst fast and weep for the child,
while it was alive ; but when the child was dead, thou
didst rise aud eat bread. And he said, While the child was
yet alive, I fasted and wept: for I said. Who can tell

whether God will be gracious to me, that the child may
live ? But now he is dead, wherefore should I fast ? can I

bring him back again? I shall go to him, but he shall not
return to me.

St. Mark x. 13-16.

AND they brought young children to him, that he
-'^ should toucli them: and his disciples rebuked those
that brought them. But when Jesus saw it, he was much
displeased, and said unto them, Suffer the little children to
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come unto me, and forbid them not : for of such is the

kingdom of God. Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall

not receive the kingdom of God as a little child, he shall

not enter therein. And he took them up in his arris, put
his hands upon them, and blessed them.

Revelation xxii. 4; vii. 16-17.

. THE LICENSING OF CANDIDATES TO
PREACH THE GOSPEL.

II Meii who are seeking an entrance to the Christian Ministry, hav-
im/ been taken under the care of Presbytery, and havingful-
filled the requircnients of the Form of Government (Chap, xiv),
are then to be licensed by Presbytery to j)reach the Gospel and
so to make a competent trial of their gifts for the sacred office.

H At the discretion of Presbytery, the Licensing of Candidates 7nay
follow a specially appointed Service of p)vaise, prayer, and the
preaching of the Word ; or it may be done, after the examina-
tion of Candidates, at a regular session of Presbytery. The ap-
pointed hour being come, the Moderator shall call the Presby-
tery and all present to attend tvith reverence the Licensure of
Candidatesfor the Christian Ministry.

If Let all stand while the Moderator, or the Minister appointed,
reads the following Sentences.

TDRAISE waitetli for Thee, O God, in Zion : and unto
-- Thee shall the vow be performed.

Blessed is the man whom Thou choosest, and causest to

approach unto Thee, that he may dwell in Thy courts ; we
shall be satisfied with the goodness of Thy house, even of
Thy holy temple.

The harvest truly is plenteous, but the labourers are few

;

Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that He will

send forth labourers into His harvest.

U Let all bow down while the Moderator, or some other Presbyter
appointed, leads in Prayer, saying :

T ET US pray for the increase of the Ministry, the welfare
-*^ of the Church, and the conversion of the world to Christ.
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H Here shall follorv the Prayer, which, if so desired, may be in

form asfound in the Treasury of Prayers, pjj. 130-133.

U Then the Moderator shall say :

BRETHREN in Christ: God by His Holy Spirit calls men
to serve Him according to the gifts bestowed upon

them: and to chosen servants He grants this grace that

they should make known the riches of Christ by the preach-

ing' of the Gospel. Unto His Church He has given com-
mandment not only to pray for the increase of the Ministry,

but also to prove and try those who seek the sacred office,

that no man be ordained suddenly, but that men of pure
heart and good conduct, able to speak to edification, be
found for the service of the sanctuary. Therefore it is

proper that those who desire to give themselves to this Min-
istry should not only prepare themselves by study, prayer,

and good works, but should also have opportunit}' to make
trial of their gifts by the experience of preaching, and to

approve themselves to the chiu'ches as workmen fitted

rightlj^ to divide the Word of Truth. According to the

Form of Government of this Chiuch the oversight of these

matters is committed to the Presbytery, which is to exam-
ine every Candidate for the sacred office in regard to his re-

ligious experience, his motives in seeking the Ministry,

and his proficiency in that knowledge which is necessary
for a teacher of men. Having made this examination, and
being satisfied Avith its result, this Presbytery of is

ready to license and approve, as Probationers for the Minis-

try, the following Persons, \]iere let the Candidates he named,]
who will now present themselves before their brethren.

H Let the Candidates stand before the Moderator while he asks the
foUowiiuj QxTESTiONS; to each of which they shall answer, say-
ing, I do.

\\0 you believe the Scriptures of the Old and New Testa-^ ments to be the AVord of God, the only infallible rule

of faith and practice ?

Do you sincerely receive and adopt the Confession of

Faith of this Church, as containing the S3"stem of doctrine
taught in the Holy Scriptures ?

Do you promise to study the peace, unity, and purity of

the Church ?
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Do you promise to submit yourself, in the Lord, to the
goveinment of this Pi-esbytery, or of any other Presbytery
in the bounds of which you may be called ?

H The Candidates shall remain standing, and the Moderator, call-
ing xipon all the Members of the Presbytery to rise, shall say

:

TN the Name of the Lord Jesus Christ, and by that author-
-^ ity which He hath given to the Church for its edifica-

tion, we do license you to preach the Gospel, wherever
God in His providence may call you : and for this purpose,
\Jiere the Moderator may take each of the Candidates hy the

hand, saying to each,] may the blessing of God rest upon
you, and the Spirit of Christ fill your heart. Amen.

IT Then may be sung thefollowing or some other Hymn:

H The Sermon being ended, the Presiding Minister shall state to
the congregation the design of their meeting, and recite the
proceedings of the Presbytery in relation thereto, in the follow-
ing ivords, or such other as may be applicable to the circum-
stances.

T^EARLY beloved: The call of this congregation to the
--^ Reverend A. B. to become your Pastor, has been duly
presented to the Presbytery of , and by them carefully
considered. After inquiring into all the circumstances, it

has been placed in his hands, and he has signified to the
Presbytery his willingness to accept thereof. We are here
at this present time by appointment and order of the said

Presbytery ; and by its authority do now proceed to consti-

tute and install him, in the Name of the Lord Jesus Christ,

as the Pastor of this congregation.

H Then the Minister to he installed shall stand before the Presiding

Ansioer. I am now willing.
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Do you conscientiously believe and declare, as far as you
know your own heart, that, in taking upon you this charge,

you arc influenced by a sincere desire to promote the glory

of God, and the good of His Church ?

Answer. I so believe and declare.

Do you solemnly promise, that, by the assistance of the

grace of God, j'ou will endeavour faithfully to discharge
all the duties of a Pastor to this congregation ; and will be
careful to maintain a deportment in all respects becoming
a Minister of the Gospel of Christ, agreeably to your ordi-

nation engagements?
Answer. I do.

U Having received satisfactory answers to all these Questions, the
Presiding Minister shall 2}ro2)ose to the Peoxule the following
Questions, requesting that they aiiswer them in the affirmative
by holding up their right hands

:

TTiO you, the People of this congregation, continue to pro-
^-^ fess your readiness to receive A. B.^ whom you have
called to be your Minister ?

Do you promise to receive the Word of Truth from his

mouth, with meekness and love ; and to submit to him in

the due exercise of discipline?

Do you promise to encourage him in his arduous labour,

and to assist his endeavours for your instruction and spirit-

ual edification ?

Do you engage to continue to him, while he is your
Pastor, that competent worldly maintenance which you
have promised ; and whatever else you may see needful
for the honour of religion and his comfort among you ?

THE ORDINATION OF RULING ELDERS.

H Ealing Elders are properly the representatives of the jyeopile,

chosen by them for the purpose of exercising government and
discipline, in conjunction tvith pastors or ministers (Forin of
Government, Chap. v). When anyperson shall have been elected
to the office of Riding Elder, and shall have declared his will-

ingness to accept thereof, he shall be set apart to his office in
the manner prescribed by the Form of Government (Chap. xiii).

U Divine Service having been celebrated according to the usual
Order, the Persons to be ordained shall, after the Sermon, jjre-

sent themselves before tJie pulpit at the call of the Minister,
nho shall thus address the congregation:

pvEARLY Beloved : As iu the Old Testament the Elders
-'-^ exercised an honourable office of government among
the people of God, so also in the New Testament the

Apostle ordained Elders in every church; commanding
that they that rule well be counted worthy of double hon-
our, especially they who labour in the Word and doctrine.

Therefore, this Church has from the beginning included
in her government not only Ministers and Pastors, who are

to preach the Gospel and administer the Sacraments in the

Name of Christ and as His representatives: but also Ruling
Elders chosen by the people to represent them, and to be
joined with Pastors and Ministers in the exercise of gov-
ernment and discipline in the Church.
These Ruling Elders in each congregation, together with

the Pastor, constitute the Session, to whom it is committed
to admit and exclude members, to regulate the worship,
guard the doctrine, direct the activity, and conserve the in-

terests of the congregation. The Elders are also to repre-

sent their brethren in Presbyteries, Synods, and General
Assemblies, when commissioned thereto. And it is the

duty of the Elders severally to set the example of a godly
walk and conversation, and to assist the Pastor iu the vis-

itation of the people, and in their spiritual guidance and
comfort. These brethren here present \Jiere the Minister
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shall mention the names of the Persons chosen'] having been
chosen, in the mode most approved and in use in this con-
gregation, to the office of Ruling Elder, and having sig-

nified their willingness to serve, we do therefore, in the
Name of the Lord Jesus Christ, now proceed to their ordi-

nation.

U Theyx the Minister, addressing the Elders-eZecf, shall say,

T^ORASMUCH as you have declared your willingness to

take this office upon you, I now require you to answer
the following Questions, appointed by the Church to be
put to those who are to be ordained as Elders.

Do you believe the Scriptures of the Old and New
Testaments to be the Word of God, the only infallible rule

of faith and practice ?

Do you sincerely receive and adopt the Confession of

Faith of this Church, as containing the system of doctrine

taught in the Holy Scriptures ?

Do you approve of the government and discipline of
the Presbyterian Church in these United States ?

Do you accept the office of Ruling Elder in this con-
gregation, and promise faithfully to perform all the duties
thereof ?

Do you promise to study the peace, unity, and purity of

the Church ?

H The Elders-e^ecf having ansivcred these Questions in the affirma-
tive, the Minister shall address to the Members of the chvrch
tJie /ollotvi7ig Question :

T^O you, the Members of this church, acknowledge and
-'-^ receive these brethren as Billing Elders, and do you
promise to yield them, all that honour, encouragement, and
obedience in the Lord, to which their office, according to

the Word of God, and the constitution of this Church, en-

titles themf

If The Members of the church having answered this Question in the
affirmative, by Itolding up their right hands, the Minister shall
2h'oceed to set apart the Candidates to their office, by Prayer,
{and if desired, tlie Laying on of Hands,) tlie 'EAd.exi-elect de-
voxitly kneeling.

Let us pray.
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QET apart, we beseech Thee, O Lord, these Tfiy servants

H When Elders are to be netvly ordained at the satne Service unth
the installation of those who have been previotisly ordained,
the follotvinrf Order inay be ititroduced in The Order for the Or-
dination of Ruling Elders, imynediately before the Benediction.

"DELOVED Brethren : Having already been solemnly or-
-*-' dained to the ofSce of Ruling Elder, you do now pre-

sent yourselves in response to the voice of this congregation,
to be installed again for the discharge of the active duties
of your office.

You will therefore now give answer to the following
Questions:
Do you accept the office of Ruling Elder in this congre-

gation, and promise faithfully to perform all the duties

thereof ?

Do you promise to study the peace, unity, and purity of

the Church ?

IT The Elders-e?<?cf: having answered these Questions in the affirma-
tive, the Minister shall address to the Members of the church
thefolloiving Question:

obedience in the Lord, to which their office, according to

holding up their right hands.
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H Then the Minister shall say,

T HEREBY declare you to be invested with the Office of

ing unto us : Well done, good and faithful servant ; enter

thou into the joy of thy Lord.
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THE ORDINATION OF DEACONS.

H Beacons are distinct officers in the Church, tvhose business it is

to take care of the 2>oor, and to distribute among them the collec-
tions raised for their use. To them also may be properly com-
mitted the management of the temj)oral affairs of the church
(Form of Government, Chap. vi). When any x>erson shcdl have
been elected to the office of Deacon, and shall have declared his
ivillingness to accept thereof, he shall be set apart to his office
in the manner prescribed by the Form of Government (Chap,
xiii).

U Divine Service having been celebrated according to the visual
Order, the Persons to be ordained shall, after the Sermon, pre-
sent themselves before the puljnt at the call of tlie Minister,
who shall thus address the congregation:

T^EARLY Beloved : Concerning the institution of the
-"-^ office of Deacon we read in the sixth chapter of the

Book of the Acts, that in the beginning the Apostles them-
selves ministered to the poor ; but afterwards, being over-
burdened with these ministrations, they advised that certain

men be chosen by the Church, to whom the service of the

poor was committed as their peculiar care ; therefore this

Church has recognized the work and office of these men, to

whom in the New Testament is given the title of Deacons,
as of Apostolic institution, and needful for the welfare of

the whole Body of Christ, to the end that the Ministers
might continually give themselves to prayer and to the
ministry of the Word.
Of this office St. Paul requires that the Deacons must be

grave, not double-tongued, not given to much wine, not
greedy of filthy lucre, holding the mystery of the faith in

a pure conscience ; ruling their children and their own
houses well. And of them that have used this office well
he declares that they purchase to themselves a good degree,
and great boldness in the faith, which is in Christ Jesus.

These brethren here present {here the 3Iinister shall men-
tion the names of the Persons chosen) having been chosen,
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in the mode most approved and in use in this congregation,

to the office of Deacon, and having signified their willing-

ness to serve, we do therefore, in the Name of the Lord
Jesus Christ, now proceed to their ordination.

ence in the Lord, to which their office, according to the

Word of God, and the constitution of this Church, entitles

them f

IT The Members of the church having answered this Question in the
affirniative, by holding up tlieir right hands, the Minister shall
proceed to set apart the Candidates to tlieir office, by Prayer,
(and if desired, the Laying on of Hands,) the Deacons-eiect rfe-

voutly kneeling.

Psalm 1.

1 BLESSED is the man that walketh not in the counsel
of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners : nor
sitteth in the seat of the scornful.

2 But his delight is in the law of the Lord: and in his

law doth he meditate day and night.

3 And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of

water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season : his leaf

also shall not wither ; and whatsoever he doetli shall pros-

per.

4 The ungodly are not so : but are like the chaff wiiich

the wind driveth away.
5 Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the judg-

ment : nor sinners in the congregation of the righteous.

6 For the Lord knoweth the way of the righteous : but
the way of the ungodly shall perish.

Psalm 2.

7 WHY do the heathen rage : and the people imagine
a vain thing ?
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8 The kings of the earth set themselves, and the rulers
take^ counsel together : against the Lord, and against his
Anointed, sajing,

9 Let us break their bands asunder : and cast away their
cords from us.

10 He that sitteth in the heavens shall laugh: the Lord
shall have them in derision.

11 Then shall he speak unto them in his wrath: and vex
them in his sore displeasure.

12 Yet have I set my King: upon my holy hill of Zion.
13 I will declare the decree, the Lord hath said unto

me : Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee.
14 Ask of me, and I shall give thee the heathen for

thine inheritance : and the uttermost parts of the earth for
thy possession.

15 Thou Shalt break them with a rod of iron: thou shalt
dash them in pieces like a potter's vessel,

16 Be wise now therefore, ye kings: be instructed, ye
judges of the earth.

17 Serve the Lord with fear : and rejoice with trem-
bling.

18 Kiss the Son, lest he be angry, and ye perish from
the way : when his wrath is kindled but a little. Blessed
are all they that put their trust in him.

Psalm 4.

19 HEAR me when I call, O God of my righteousness:
thou hast enlarged me when I was in distress; have mercy
upon me, and hear my prayer.
20 O ye sons of men, how long will ye turn my glory

into shame: how long will ye love vanity, and seek after
leasing ?

21 But know that the Lord hath set apart him that is
godly for himself : the Lord will hear when I call unto
him.

22 Stand in awe, and sin not : commune with your own
heart upon your bed, and be still.

the time that their corn and tlieir wine increased.

13 Thou madest him to have dominion over the works of

thy hands : thou hast put all things under his feet

;

14 All sheep and oxen: yea, and the beasts of the field
;

15 The fowl of the air, and the fish of the sea ; and what-
soever passeth through the paths of the seas.
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16 O Lord our Lord: how excellent is thy name in all

the earth

!

Psalm 11.

17 IN the Lord put I my trust : how say ye to my soul,

Flee as a bird to your mountain ?

18 For, lo, the wicked bend their bow, they make ready
their arrow upon the string ; that they may privily shoot at

the upright in heart.

19 If the foundations be destroyed: what can the right-

eous do ?

20 The Lord is in his holy temple, the Lord's throne is in

heaven : his eyes behold, his eyelids try the children of
men.

21 The Lord trieth the righteous: but the wicked and
him that loveth violence his soul hateth,
22 Upon the wicked he shall rain snares, fire and brim-

stone, and a horrible tempest : this shall be the portion of
their cup.

28 For the righteous Lord loveth righteousness : his

countenance doth behold the upright.

1 HOW long wilt thou forget me, O Lord : for ever ?

how long wilt thou hide thy face from me ?

2 How long shall I take counsel in my soul, having sor-

3 Consider and hear me, O Lord my God : lighten mine
eyes, lest I sleep the sleep of death

;

4 Lest mine enemy say, I have prevailed against him ;

and those that trouble me rejoice when I am moved.
5 But I have trusted in thy mercy : my heart shall re-

joice in thy salvation.

6 I will sing unto the Lord: because he hath dealt
bountifully with me.

Psalm 15.

7 LORD, who shall abide in thy tabernacle : who shall

dwell in thy holy hill ?
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8 He that walketh uprightly : and worketh righteous-
ness, and speaketh the truth in his heart.

9 He that backbiteth not with his tongue, nor doeth evil

to his neighbour : nor taketh up a reproach against his

neighbour.
10 In whose e3"es a vile person is contemned; but he

honoureth them that fear the Lord: he that sweareth to

his own hurt, and changeth not.

11 He that putteth not out liis money to usury, nor
taketh reward against the innocent : he that doeth these

things shall never be moved.

Psalm 16.

12 PRESERVE me, O God : for in thee do I put my
trust.

13 O my soul, thou hast said unto the Lord: Thou art

my Lord, my goodness extendeth not to thee ;

14 But to the saints that are in the earth: and to the ex-

cellent, in whom is all my delight.

15 Their sorrows shall be multiplied that hasten after an-
other god : their drink offerings of blood will I not offer,

nor take up their names into my lips.

16 The Lord is the portion of mine inheritance and of

my cup : thou maintainest my lot.

17 The lines are fallen unto me in pleasant places: yea,

I have a goodly heritage.

18 I will bless the Lord, wiio hath given me counsel:
my reins also instruct me in the night seasons.

19 I have set the Lord always before me: because he is

at my right hand, I shall not be moved.
20 Therefore my heart is glad, and my glory rejoiceth:

my flesh also shall rest in hope.
31 For thou wilt not leave my soul in hell : neither wilt

thou suffer thine Holy One to see corruption.
22 Thou wilt show^ me the path of life ; in thy presence

is fulness of joy: at thy right hand there are pleasures for

evermore.

SELECTION 4.

Psalm 17: 1-9,15.

1 HEAR the right, O Lord, attend unto my cry : give
ear unto my prayer, that goeth not out of feigned lips.
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2 Let my sentence come forth from thy presence : let

tliine eyes behold the things that are equal.

3 Thou hast proved mine heart, thou hast visited me in

the night; thou hast tried me, and shalt find nothing: I am
purposed that my mouth shall not transgress.

4 Concerning the works of men, by the word of thy
lips : I have kept me from the paths of the destroyer.

5 Hold up my goings in thy paths: that my footsteps

slip not.

6 I have called upon thee, for thou wilt hear me, O
God : incline thine ear unto me, and hear my speech.

7 Show thy marvellous loving-kindness, O thou that

savest by thy right hand them which put their trust in

thee : from those that rise up against them.
8 Keep me as the apple of the ej^e : hide me under the

shadow of thy wings,
9 From the wicked that oppress me : from my deadly

enemies, who compass me about.

10 As for me, I will behold thy face in righteousness: I

shall be satisfied, when I awake, with thy likeness.

Psalm 18: 1-19.

11 I WILL love thee: O Lord, my strength.

12 The Lord is my rock, and my fortress, and my deliv-

erer: my God, my strength, in whom I will trust; my
buckler, and the horn of my salvation, and my high tower.

13 I will call upon the Lord, who is worthy to be praised

:

so shall I be saved from mine enemies.
14 The sorrows of death compassed me: and the floods

of ungodly men made me afraid.

15 The sorrows of hell compassed me about: the snares
of death prevented me.

16 In my distress I called upon the Lord, and cried unto
my God : he heard my voice out of his temple, and my cry
came before him, even into his ears.

17 Then the earth shook and trembled: the foundations
also of the hills moved and were shaken, because he was
wroth.

18 There went up a smoke out of his nostrils: and fire

out of his mouth devoured, coals were kindled by it.

19 He bowed the heavens also, and came down: and
darkness was under his feet.
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20 And he rode upon a clierub, and did % : yea, he did
fly upon the wings of the wind.

21 He made darkness his secret place: his pavilion
round about him were dark waters and thick clouds of the
skies.

22 At the brightness that was before him his thick clouds
passed : hail stones and coals of fire.

23 The Lord also thundered in the heavens, and the
Highest gave his voice: hail stones and coals of fire.

24 Yea, he sent out his arrows, and scattered them : and
he shot out lightnings, and discomfited them.

4 For thou wilt light my candle : the Lord my God will

enlighten my darkness.

5 For by thee I have run through a troop : and by my
God have I leaped over a wall.

6 As for God, his way is perfect: the word of the Lord
is tried ; he is a buckler to all those that trust in him.

7 For who is God save the Lord: or who is a rock save
our God ?

8 It is God that girdeth me with strength: and maketh
my way perfect.
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9 He maketb my feet like hinds' feet : and setteth me
upon my high places.

10 He teacheth my hands to war : so that a bow of steel

is broken by mine arms.
11 Thou hast also given me the shield of thy salvation:

and thy right hand hath holden me up, and thy gentleness
hath made me great.

Psalm 19.

12 THE heavens declare the glory of God : and the
firmament showeth his haudywork,

13 Day unto day uttereth speech : and night unto night
showeth knowledge.

14 There is no speech nor language : where their voice
is not heard.

15 Their line is gone out through all the earth, and their

words to the end of the world: In them hath he set a tab-

ernacle for the sun,

16 Which is as a bridegroom coming out of his chamber:
and rejoiceth as a strong man to run a race.

17 His going forth is from the end of the heaven, and
his circuit unto the ends of it : and there is nothing hid
from the heat thereof.

18 The law of the Lord is perfect, converting the soul

:

the testimony of the Lord is sure, making wise the sim-
ple.

19 The statutes of the Lord are right, rejoicing the
heart : the commandment of the Lord is pure, enlighten-
ing the eyes.

20 The fear of the Lord is clean, enduring for ever: the
judgments of the Lord are true and righteous altogether.

21 More to be desired are they than gold, yea, than
much fine gold: sweeter also than honey and the honey-
comb.
22 Moreover by them is thy servant warned: and in

keeping of them there is great reward.
23 Who can understand his errors : cleanse thou me

from secret faults.

24 Keep back thy servant also from presumptuous sins
;

let them not have dominion over me : then shall I be up-
right, and I shall be innocent from the great transgres-
sion.
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25 Let the words of my mouth, and the meditation of
my heart, be acceptable in thy sight : O Lord, my strength,
and my redeemer.

SELECTION 6.

Psalm 20.

1 THE Lord hear thee in the day of trouble: the name
of the God of Jacob defend thee

;

2 Send thee help from the sanctuary : and strengthen
thee out of Zion

;

3 Remember all thy offerings : and accept thy burnt

all thy counsel.

5 We will rejoice in thy salvation, and in the name of
our God we will set up our banners : the Lord fulfil all thy
petitions.

15 Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the
days of my life : and I will dwell in the house of the Lord
for ever.

20 BLESSED be the Lord : because he hath heard the
voice of my supplications.
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21 The Lord is my strength and my shield ; my heart

trusted in him, and I am helped : therefore my heart greatly

rejoiceth; and with my song will I praise him.
22 The Lord is their strength: and he is the saving

strcDgth of his anointed.

23 Save thy people, and bless thine inheritance: feed
them also, and lift them up for ever.

23 Many sorrows shall be to the wicked : but he that
trusteth in the Lord, mercy shall compass him about.
24 Be glad in the Lord, and rejoice, ye righteous: and

shout for joy, all ye that are upright in heart.
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SELECTION 11.

Psalm 33.

1 REJOICE in the Lord, O ye righteous : for praise is

comely for the upright.

2 Praise the Lord with harp : sing unto him with the

psaltery and an instrument of ten strings.

3 Sing unto him a new song : play skilfully with a loud
noise.

4 For the word of the Lord is right : and all his works
are done in truth.

5 He loveth righteousness and judgment: the earth is

full of the goodness of the Lord.

6 By the word of the Lord were the heavens made : and
all the host of them by the breath of his mouth.

7 He gathereth the waters of the sea together as a heap

;

he layeth up the depth in storehouses.

8 Let all the earth fear the Lord: let all the inhabitants

of the world stand in awe of him.
9 For he spake, and it was done : he commanded, and

it stood fast.

10 The Lord bringeth the counsel of the heathen to

nought: he maketh the devices of the people of none
effect.

11 The counsel of the Lord standeth for ever : the
thoughts of his heart to all generations.

12 Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord : and the

people whom he hath chosen for his own inheritance.

13 The Lord looketh from heaven : he beholdeth all the

sons of men.
14 From the place of his habitation : he looketh upon all

the inhabitants of the earth.

15 He fashioneth their hearts alike : he considereth all

their works.
16 There is no king saved by the multitude of a host

:

a mighty man is not delivered by much strength.

17 A horse is a vain thing for safety : neither shall he
deliver any by his great strength.

18 Behold, the eye of the Lord is upon them that fear

him.: upon them that hope in his mercy
;

19 To deliver their soul from death: and to keep them
alive in famine.
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20 Our soul waiteth for the Lord : he is our help and our
shield.

21 For our heart shall rejoice in him: because we have
trusted in his holy name.
22 Let thy mercy, O Lord, be upon us : according as we

hope in thee.

SELECTION 12.

Psalm 34.

1 I WILL bless the Lord at all times : his praise shall
continually be in m}'- mouth.

2 My soul shall make her boast in the Lord : the humble
shall hear thereof, and be glad.

3 O magnify the Lord with me : and let us exalt his
name together.

4 I sought the Lord, and he heard me : and delivered
me from all my fears.

5 They looked unto him, and were lightened : and their
faces were not ashamed.

6 This poor man cried, and the Lord heard him : and
saved him out of all his troubles.

7 The angel of the Lord encampeth round about them
that fear him : and delivereth them.

8 O taste and see that the Lord is good : blessed is the
man that trusteth in him.

9 fear the Lord, ye his saints : for there is no want
to them that fear him.

10 The young lions do lack, and suffer hunger: but they
that seek the Lord shall not want any good thing.

11 Come, ye children, hearken unto me: I will teach you
the fear of the Lord.

12 What man is he that desireth life : and loveth many
days, that he may see good ?

13 Keep thy tongue from evil: and thy lips from speak-
ing guile.

14 Depart from evil, and do good : seek peace, and pur-
sue it.

15 The eyes of the Lord are upon the righteous : and his
ears are open unto their cry.

16 The face of the Lord is against them that do evil : to
cut off the remembrance of them from the earth.
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17 The righteous cry, and the Lord heareth : and deliv-

ereth them out of all their troubles.

18 The Lord is nigh unto them that are of a broken
heart : and saveth such as be of a contrite spirit.

19 Many are the afflictions of the righteous: but the
Lord delivereth him out of them all.

20 He keepeth all his bones: not one of them is broken.
21 Evil shall slay the wicked : and they that hate the

righteous shall be desolate.

22 The Lord rcdeemeth the soul of his servants: and
none of them that trust in him shall be desolate.

Psalm 36: 5-10.

23 THY mercy, O Lord, is in the heavens : and thy faith-

fulness reacheth unto the clouds.
24 Thy righteousness is like the great mountains : thy

judgments are a great deep : O Lord, thou preservest man
and beast.

25 How excellent is thy loving-kindness, God : there-

fore the children of men put their trust under the shadow
of thy wings.
26 They shall be abundantly satisfied with the fatness of

thy house : and thou shalt make them drink of the river of
thy pleasures.

27 For with thee is the fountain of life : in thy light shall

we see light.

28 O continue thy loving-kindness unto them that know
thee: and thy righteousness to the upright in heart.

SELECTION 13.

Psalm 37: 1-9,23-40.

1 FRET not thyself because of evil doers: neither be
envious against the workers of iniquity,

2 For they shall soon be cut down like the grass : and
wither as the green herb.

3 Trust in the Lord, and do good : so shalt thou dwell
in the land, and verily thou shalt be fed.

4 Delight thyself also in the Lord : and he shall give

thee the desires of thine heart.

5 Commit thy way unto the Lord : trust also in him

;

and he shaU bring it to pass.
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6 And he shall bring forth thy righteousness as the
light: and thy judgment as the noonday.

7 Rest in the Lord, and wait patiently for him : fret not
thyself because of him who prospereth in his way, because
of the man who bringeth wicked devices to pass.

8 Cease from anger, and forsake wrath : fret not thyself
in any wise to do evil.

9 For evil doers shall be cut off : but those that wait
upon the Lord, they shall inherit the earth.

10 The steps of a good man are ordered by the Lord :

and he delighteth in his way.
11 Though he fall, he shall not be utterly cast down: for

the Lord upholdeth him with his hand.
12 I have been young, and now am old : yet have I

not seen the righteous forsaken, nor his seed begging
bread.

13 He is ever merciful, and lendeth: and his seed is

blessed.

14 Depart from evil, and do good : and dwell for ever-
more.

15 For the Lord loveth judgment, and forsaketh not his
saints, they are preserved for ever : but the seed of the
wicked shall be cut off.

16 The righteous shall inherit the land : and dwell therein
for ever.

17 The mouth of the righteous speaketh wisdom: and
his tongue talketh of judgment.

18 The law of his God is in his heart: none of his steps
shall slide.

19 The wicked watcheth the righteous: and seeketh to
slay him.
20 The Lord will not leave him in his hand: nor con-

demn him when he is judged.
21 Wait on the Lord, and keep his way, and he shall

exalt thee to inherit the land : when the wicked are cut off,

thou shalt see it.

22 I have seen the wicked in great power : and spreading
himself like a green bay tree.

23 Yet he passed away, and, lo, he was not : yea, I
sought him, but he could not be found.
24 Mark the perfect man, and behold the upright : for

the end of that man is peace.
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25 But the transgressors shall be destroyed together : the

end of the wicked shall be cut off.

26 But the salvation of the righteous is of the Lord : he
is their strength in the time of trouble.

27 And the Lord shall help them, and deliver them: he
shall deliver them from the wicked, and save them, because
they trust in him.

SEIiECTION 14.

Psalm 39.

1 I SAID, I will take heed to my ways, that I sin not
with my tongue : I will keep my mouth with a bridle, while
the wicked is before me.

2 I was dumb with silence, I held my peace, even from
good : and my sorrow was stirred.

3 My heart was hot within me ; while I was musing
the fire burned : then spake I with my tongue.

4 Lord, make me to know mine end, and the mea-
sure of my days, what it is : that I may know how frail

I am.
5 Behold, thou hast made my days as a handbreadth;

and mine age is as nothing before thee : verily every man
at his best state is altogether vanity.

6 Surely every man walketh in a vain show ; surely they
are disquieted in vain : he heapeth up riches, and knoweth
not who shall gather them.

7 And now, Lord, what wait I for : my hope is in thee.

8 Deliver me from all my transgressions : make me not
the reproach of the foolish.

9 I was dumb, I opened not my mouth : because thou
didst it.

10 Remove thy stroke away from me : I am consumed
by the blow of thine hand.

11 When thou with rebukes dost correct man for iniquity,

thou makest his beauty to consume away like a moth:
surely every man is vanity.

12 Hear my prayer, O Lord, and give ear unto my cry ;

hold not thy peace at my tears : for I am a stranger with
thee, and a sojourner, as all my fathers were.

13 O spare me, that I may recover strength : before I

go hence, and be no more.
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Psalm 40: 1-13, 16-17.

14 I WAITED patiently for the Lord: and he inclined

unto me, and heard my cry.

15 He brought me up also out of a horrible pit, out of

the miry clay : and set my feet upon a rock, and established

my goings.

16 And he hath put a new song in my mouth, even praise

unto our God : many shall see it, and fear, and shall trust

in the Lord.
17 Blessed is that man that maketh the Lord his trust

:

and respecteth not the proud, nor such as turn aside to lies.

18 Many, O Lord my God, are thy wonderful works
which thou hast done : and thy thoughts which are to us-

ward

:

19 They cannot be reckoned up in order unto thee: if I

would declare and speak of them, they are more than can
be numbered.
20 Sacrifice and offering thou didst not desire ; mine ears

hast thou opened : burnt offering and sin offering hast thou
not required.

21 Then said I, Lo, I come : in the volume of the book
it is written of me,
22 I delight to do thy will, O my God : yea, thy law is

within my heart.

23 I have preached righteousness in the great congrega-
tion : lo, I have not refrained my lips, O Lord, thou knowest.
24 I have not hid thy righteousness within my heart ; I

have declared thy faithfulness and thy salvation: I have
not concealed thy loving-kindness and thy truth from the

great congregation.
25 Withhold not thou thy tender mercies from me, O

Lord : let thy loving-kindness and thy truth continually

preserve me.
26 For innumerable evils have compassed me about;

mine iniquities have taken hold upon me, so that I am not

able to look up: they are more than the hairs of mine
head; therefore my heart faileth me.

27 Be pleased, O Lord, to deliver me : O Lord, make
haste to help me.
28 Let all those that seek thee rejoice and be glad in

thee : let such as love thy salvation say continually, Tlie

Lord be magnified.
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29 But I am poor and needy
; yet the Lord thiiiketli

upon me: thou art my help and my deliverer; make no
tarrying, O my God.

SELECTION 15.

Psalm 42.

1 AS the hart panteth after the water brooks: so pant-
eth my soul after thee, O God.

2 My soul thirsteth for God. for the living- God: when
shall I come and appear before God ?

3 My tears have been my meat day and night: while
they continually say unto me, Where is thy God ?

4 When I remember these things, I pour out my soul in
me, for I had gone with the multitude: I went with them
to the house of God, with the voice of joy and praise, with
a multitude that kept holyday.

5 Why art thou cast down, O my soul ? and why art
thou disquieted in me ? hope thou in God: for I shall yet
praise him for the help of his countenance.

6 O my God, my soul is cast down within me : there-
fore will I remember thee from the land of Jordan, and of
the Hermonites, from the hill Mizar.

7 Deep calleth unto deep at the noise of thy water-
spouts^ all thy waves and thy billows arc gone over me.

8 Yet the Lord will command his loving-kindness in the
daytime

:
and in the night his song shall be with me, and

my prayer unto the God of my life.

9 I will say unto God my rock. Why hast thou forgot-
ten me: why go I mourning because of the oppression of
the enemy ?

10 As with a sword in my bones, mine enemies reproach
me: while they say daily unto me, Where is thy God ?

11 Why art thou cast down, O my soul? and why art
thou disquieted within me ? hope thou in God : for I shall
yet praise him, who is the health of my countenance, and
my God.

Psalm 43.

12 JUDGE me, O God, and plead my cause against an
ungodly nation: O deliver me from the deceitful and un-
just man.
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13 For thou art the God of my strength ; why dost thou
cast me off: why go I mourning because of the oppression
of the enemy ?

14 O send out thy light and th}^ truth; let them lead

me: let them bring me unto tliy lioly hill, and to thy
tabernacles.

15 Then will I go unto the altar of God, unto God my
exceeding joy: yea, upon the harp will I praise thee, 6
God my God.'

16 Why art thou cast down, O my soul ? and why art

thou disquieted within me ? hope in God: for I shall yet
praise him, wiio is the health of my countenance, and mv
God.

Psalm 44: 1-8.

17 WE have heard with our ears, O God, our fathers have
told us: what work thou didst in their days, in the times
of old.

18 How thou didst drive out the heathen with thy hand,
and plantedst them: how thou didst afflict the people, and
cast them out.

19 For they got not the land in possession by their own
sw^ord, neither did their own arm save them : but thj^ right

hand, and thine arm, and the light of thy countenance,
because thou hadst a favour unto them.
20 Thou art my King, O God: command deliverances

for Jacob.
21 Through thee will we push down our enemies:

through thy name will we tread them under that rise up
against us.

22 For I will not trust in my bow: neither shall my
sword save me.
23 But thou hast saved us from our enemies : and hast

put them to shame that hated us.

24 In God we boast all the day long: and praise thy
name for ever.

SELECTION 16.

Psalm 45.

1 MY heart is inditing a good matter : I speak of the

things which I have made touching the King ; my tongue
is the pen of a ready writer.
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2 Thou art fairer than the children of men: grace is

poured into thy lips ; therefore God hath blessed thee for

ever.

3 Gird thy sword upon thy thigh, O most Mighty : with
thy glory and thy majesty.

4 And in thy majesty ride prosperously, because of

truth and meekness and righteousness: and tiiy right hand
shall teach thee terrible things.

5 Thine arrows are sharp in the heart of the King's ene-

mies: whereby the people fall under thee.

6 Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever : the sceptre

of thy kingdom is a right sceptre.

7 Thou lovest righteousness, and hatest wickedness

:

therefore God, thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of

gladness above thy fellows.

8 All thy garments smell of myrrh, and aloes, and
cassia : out of the ivory palaces, whereby they have made
thee glad.

9 Kings' daughters were among thy honourable women

:

upon thy right hand did stand the queen in gold of Ophir.

10 Hearken, O daughter, and consider, and incline thine

ear : forget also thine own people, and thy father's house

;

11 So shall the King greatly desire thy beauty : for he
is thy Lord, and worship thou him.

12 And the daughter of Tyre shall be there with a gift

:

even the rich among the people shall entreat thy favour.

13 The King's daughter is all glorious within : her
clothing is of wrought gold.

14 She shall be brought unto the King in raiment of

needlework : the virgins her companions that follow her
shall be brought unto thee.

15 AVitli gladness and rejoicing shall they be brought:
they shall enter into the King's palace.

16 Instead of thy fathers shall be thy children : whom
thou mayest make princes in all the earth.

17 I will make thy name to be remembered in all gener-

ations : therefore shall the people praise thee for ever and
ever.

Psalm 46.

18 GOD is our refuge and strength : a very present help
in trouble.

19 Therefore will not we fear, though the earth be re-
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moved : and though the mountains be carried into the

midst of the sea;

20 Though the waters thereof roar and be troubled:
though the mountains shake with the swelling thereof.

21 There is a river, the streams whereof shall make glad
the city of God : the holy place of the tabernacles of the
Most High.
22 God is in the midst of her ; she shall not be moved :

God shall help her, and that right early.

23 The heathen raged, the kingdoms were moved : he
uttered his voice, the earth melted.
24 The Lord of hosts is with us: the God of Jacob is our

refuge.

25 Come, behold the works of the Lord : what desolations
he hath made in the earth.

26 He maketh wars to cease unto the end of the earth:
he breaketh the bow, and cutteth the spear in sunder : he
burneth the chariot in the fire.

27 Be still, and know that I am God : I will be exalted
among the heathen, I will be exalted in the earth.

28 The Lord of hosts is with us: the God of Jacob is our
refuge.

SELECTION 17.

Psalm 47.

1 O CLAP your hands, all ye people : shout unto God
with the voice of triumph.

2 For the Lord most high is terrible : he is a great King
over all the earth.

3 He shall subdue the people under us : and the nations
under our feet.

4 He shall choose our inheritance for us : the excellency
of Jacob whom he loved.

5 God is gone up with a shout : the Lord with the sound
of a trumpet.

6 Sing praises to God, sing praises : sing praises unto our
King, sing praises.

7 For God is the King of all the earth : sing ye praises
with understanding.

8 God reigneth over the heathen: God sitteth upon the
throne of his holiness.
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9 The princes of the people are gathered together, even
the people of the God of Abraham : for the shields of the

earth belong unto God; he is greatly exalted.

Psalm 48.

10 GREAT is the Lord, and greatly to be praised : in

the city of our God, in the mountain of his holiness.

11 Beautiful for situation, the joy of the whole earth, is

mount Zion : on the sides of the north, the city of the great
King.

12 God is known : in her palaces for a refuge.

13 For, lo, the kings were assembled : they passed by
together.

14 They saw it, and so they marvelled: they were
troubled, and hasted away.

15 Fear took hold upon them there, and pain: as of a
woman in travail.

16 Thou breakest the ships of Tarshish: with an east

wind.
17 As we have heard, so have we seen in the cit}^ of the

Lord of hosts, in the city of our God : God will establish

it for ever.

18 We have thought of thy loving-kindness, O God : in

the midst of thy temple.
19 According to thy name, O God, so is thy praise unto

the ends of the earth : thy right hand is full of righteous-
ness.

20 Let mount Zion rejoice, let the daughters of Judah
be glad: because of thy judgments.

21 Walk about Zion, and go round about her: tell the
towers thereof.

22 Mark ye well her bulwarks, consider her palaces:
that ye may tell it to the generation following.

23 For this God is our God for ever and ever; he will be
our guide even unto death.

SELECTION 18.

Psalm 51.

1 HAVE mercy upon me, O God, according to thy
loving-kindness: according unto the multitude of thy
tender mercies blot out my transgressions.
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2 Wash me thoroughly from mine iniquity: and cleanse
me from my sin.

3 For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin is

ever before me.
4 Against thee, thee only, have I sinned, and done this

evil in thy sight: that thou mightest be justified when
thou speakest, and be clear when thou judgest.

5 Behold, I w^as shapen in iniquity : and in sin did my
mother conceive me.

6 Behold, thou desirest truth in the inward parts: and
in the hidden part thou shalt make me to know wis-
dom.

7 Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean : wash me,
and I shall be whiter than snow.

8 Make me to hear joy and gladness: that the bones
which thou hast broken may rejoice.

9 Hide thy face from my sins: and blot out all mine
iniquities.

10 Create in me a clean heart, O God: and renew a right
spirit within me.

11 Cast me not away from thy presence: and take not
thy Holy Spirit from me.

12 Restore unto me the joy of thy salvation: and up-
hold me with thy free Spirit.

13 Then will I teach transgressors thy ways : and sinners
shall be converted unto thee.

14 Deliver me from bloodguiltiness, O God, thou God
of my salvation: and my tongue shall sing aloud of thy
righteousness.

15 O Lord, open thou my lips: and my mouth shall show^
forth thy praise.

16 For thou desirest not sacrifice; else would I give it:

thou delightest not in burnt offering.

17 The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit: a broken
and a contrite heart, O God, thou wilt not despise.

18 Do good in thy good pleasure unto Zion: build thou
the walls of Jerusalem.

_
19 Then shalt thou be pleased with the sacrifices of

righteousness, with burnt offering and whole burnt offer-

ing: then shall they offer bullocks upon thine altar.
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SELECTION 19.

Psalm 53.

1 THE fool hath said in his heart, There is no God:
Corrupt are they, and have done abominable iniquity;
there is none that doeth good.

2 God looked down from heaven upon the children of
men : to see if there were any that did understand, that did
seek God.

3 Every one of them is gone back ; they are altogether
become filthy: there is none that doeth good, no, not one.

4 Havetheworkersof iniquitynoknowledge: whoeatup
my people as they eat bread ; they have not called upon God.

5 There were they in great fear, where no fear was : for
God hath scattered the bones of him that encampeth
against thee ; thou hast put them to shame, because God
hath despised them.

6 Oh that the salvation of Israel were come out of Zion

:

When God bringeth back the captivity of his people, Jacob
shall rejoice, and Israel shall be glad.

Psalm 56: 3-4, 8-13.

7 WHAT time I am afraid : I will trust in thee.
8 In God I will praise his word, in God I have put

my trust: I will not fear what flesh can do unto me.
9 Thou tellest my wanderings

; put thou my tears into
thy bottle : are they not in thy book ?

10 When I cry unto thee, then shall mine enemies turn
back : this I know; for God is for me.

11 In God will I praise his word : in the Lord will I
praise his word.

12 In God have I put my trust : I will not be afraid
what man can do unto me.

13 Thy vows are upon me, O God : I will render praises
unto thee.

14 For thou hast delivered my soul from death; wilt
not thou deliver my feet from falling: that I may walk
before God in the light of the living ?

Psalm 57.

15 BE merciful unto me, God, be merciful unto me,
for my soul trusteth in thee: yea, in the shadow of thy
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wings will I make my refuge, until these calamities be
overpast.

16 I will cry unto God most liigh : unto God that per-

formeth all things for me.
17 He shall send from heaven, and save me from the re-

proach of him that would swallow me up : God shall send
forth his mercy and his truth.

18 My soul is among lions; and I lie even among them
that are set on fire : even the sons of men, whose teeth are

spears and arrows, and their tongue a sharp sword.

19 Be thou exalted, O God, above the heavens : let thy
glory be above all the earth.

20 They have prepared a net for my steps ; my soul is

bowed down : they have digged a pit before me, into the

midst whereof they are fallen themselves.

31 My heart is fixed, O God, my heart is fixed: I will

sing and give praise.

22 Awake up, my glor}'^ ; awake, psaltery and harp: I

myself will awake early.

23 I will praise thee, O Lord, among the people : I will

sing unto thee among the nations.

24 For thy mercy is great unto the heavens : and thy
truth unto the clouds.

25 Be thou exalted, God, above the heavens: let thy
glory be above all the earth.

SELECTION 20.

Psalm 61.

1 HEAR my cry, O God : attend unto my prayer.

2 From the end of the earth will I cry unto thee when
my heart is overwhelmed : lead me to the rock that is

higher than I.

3 For thou hast been a shelter for me: and a strong
tower from the enemy.

4 I will abide in thy tabernacle for ever : I will trust in

the covert of th}^ wings.
5 For thou, O God, hast heard my vows : thou hast given

me the heritage of those that fear thy name.
6 Thou wilt prolong the king's life: and his years as

many generations.
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7 He shall abide before God for ever : prepare mercy
and truth, which may preserve him.

8 So will I sing praise unto thy name for ever : that I
may daily perform my vows.

Psalm 62.

9 TRULY my soul waiteth upon God : from him cometh
my salvation.

10 He only is my rock and my salvation : he is my de-
fense ; I shall not be greatly moved.

11 How long will ye imagine mischief against a man:
ye shall be slain all of you ; as a bowing wall shall ye be,
and as a tottering fence.

12 They only consult to cast him down from his excel-
lency, they delight in lies; they bless with their mouth,
but they curse inwardly.

^
13 My soul, Avait thou only upon God : for my expecta-

tion is from him.
14 He only is my rock and my salvation : he is my de-

fense ; I shall not be moved.
15 In God is my salvation and my glory : the rock of

my strength, and my refuge, is in God.
16 Trust in him at all times, ye people : pour out your

heart before him ; God is a refuge for us.
17 Surely men of low degree are vanity, and men of high

degree are a lie : to be laid in the balance, they are alto-
gether lighter than vanity.

18 Trust not in oppression, and become not vain in rob-
bery : if riches increase, set not your heart upon them.

19 God hath spoken once ; twice have I heard this: that
power belongeth unto God.
20 Also unto thee, O Lord, belongeth mercy: for thou

renderest to every man according to his work.

SELECTION 21.

Psalm 63.

1 O GOD, thou art my God ; early will I seek thee : mv
soul thirsteth for thee, my flesh longeth for thee in a dry
and thirsty land, where no water is

;

2 To see thy power and thy glory : so as I have seen
thee in the sanctuary.
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3 Because thy loving-kindness is better than life : my
lips shall praise thee.

4 Thus will I bless thee while I live: I will lift up
my hands in thy name.

5 My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness:

and my mouth shall praise thee with joyful lips:

6 When I remember thee upon my bed: and meditate
on thee in the night watches.

7 Because thou hast been my help: therefore in the
shadow of thj^ wings will I rejoice.

8 My soul followeth hard after thee: thy right hand up-
holdeth me.

9 But those that seek my soul, to destroj^ it : shall go
into the lower parts of the earth,

10 They shall fall by the sword: they shall be a portion
for foxes.

11 But the king shall rejoice in God; every one thnt

sweareth by him shall glory: but the mouth of them that

speak lies shall be stopped.

Psalm 65.

12 PRAISE waiteth for thee, God, in Zion : and unto
thee shall the vow be performed.

13 thou that hearest prayer: unto thee shall all flesh

come.
14 Iniquities prevail against me: as for our transgres-

sions, thou shalt purge them away.
15 Blessed is the man whom thou choosest, and causest

to approach unto thee, that he may dwell in thy courts:
we shall be satisfied with the goodness of thy house, even
of thy holy temple.

16 By terrible things in righteousness wilt thou answer
us, God of our salvation : who art the confidence of all

the ends of the earth, and of them that are afar off upon
the sea

;

17 Which by his strength setteth fast the mountains:
being girded with power:

18 Which stilleth the noise of the seas: the noise of their
waves, and the tumult of the people.

19 They also that dwell in the uttermost parts are afraid
at thy tokens: thou makest the outgoings of the morning
and evening to rejoice.
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20 Thou visitest the earth, and waterest it ; thou greatly
enrichest it with the river of God, which is full of water:
thou preparest them corn, when thou hast so provided for

it.

21 Thou waterest the ridges thereof abundantly; thou
settlest the furrows thereof: thou makest it soft with show-
ers ; thou blessest the springing thereof.

22 Thou crownest the year with thy goodness : and thy
paths drop fatness.

23 They drop upon the pastures of the wilderness : and
the little hills rejoice on every side.

24 The pastures are clothed with flocks: the valleys also

are covered over with corn ; they shout for joy, they also

sing.

SELECTION 22.

Psalm 66.

1 MAKE a joyful noise unto God: all ye lands:

2 Sing forth the honour of his name : make his praise
glorious.

3 Say unto God, How terrible art thou in thy works

:

through the greatness of thy power shall thine enemies
submit themselves unto thee.

4 All the earth shall worship thee, and shall sing unto
thee : they shall sing to thy name.

5 Come and see the works of God : he is terrible in his
doing toward the children of men.

6 He turned the sea into dry land : they went through
the flood on foot ; there did we rejoice in him.

7 He ruleth by his power for ever ; his eyes behold the
nations : let not the rebellious exalt themselves.

8 O bless our God, ye people : and make the voice of his
praise to be heard

:

9 Which holdeth our soul in life : and suffereth not our
feet to be moved.

10 For thou, O God, hast proved us: thou hast tried

us, as silver is tried.

11 Thou broughtest us into the net: thou laidst affliction

upon our loins.

12 Thou hast caused men to ride over our heads ; we
went through fire and through water: but thou broughtest
us out into a wealthy place.
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13 I will go into thy house with burnt offerings : I will

pay thee my vows,
14 Which my lips have uttered, and my mouth hath

spoken : when I was in trouble.

15 I will offer unto thee burnt sacrifices of fatlings, with
the incense of rams: I will offer bullocks with goats.

16 Come and hear, all ye that fear God: and I will de-

clare what he hath done for my soul.

17 I cried unto him with my mouth: and he was ex-

tolled with my tongue.
18 If I regard iniquity in my heart: the Lord will not

hear me.
19 But verily God hath heard me: he hath attended to

the voice of my prayer.

20 Blessed be God, which hath not turned away my
prayer : nor his mercy from me.

Psalm 67.

21 GOD be merciful unto us, and bless us : and cause
his face to shine upon us

;

22 That thy way may be known upon earth : thy saving
health among all nations.

23 Let the people praise thee, O God : let all the people
praise thee.

24 Diet the nations be glad and sing for joy: for thou
shalt judge the people righteously, and govern the nations
upon earth,

25 Let the people praise thee, O God : let all the people
praise thee.

26 Then shall the earth yield her increase : and God, even
our own God, shall bless us.

27 God shall bless us : and all the ends of the earth shall

fear him.

SELECTION 23.

Psalm 68: 1-19, 28-29; 31-35.

1 LET God arise, let his enemies be scattered : let them
also that hate him flee before him.

2 As smoke is driven away, so drive them away : as wax
melteth before the fire, so let the wicked perish at the pre-

sence of God.
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3 But let the righteous be glad ; let them rejoice before

God : yea, let them exceedingly rejoice.

4 Sing unto God, sing praises to his name: extol him
that rideth upon the heavens by his name JAH, and rejoice

before him.
5 A father of the fatherless, and a judge of the widows:

is God in his holy habitation.

6 God setteth the solitary in families ; he bringeth out
those which are bound with chains : but the rebellious dwell
in a dry land.

7 O God, when thou wentest forth before thy people

:

when thou didst march through the wilderness

;

8 The earth shook, the heavens also dropped at the pre-

sence of God : even Sinai itself was moved at the presence
of God, the God of Israel.

9 Thou, O God, didst send a plentiful rain, whereby
thou didst confirm thine inheritance : when it was weary,

10 Thy congregation hath dwelt therein : thou, O God,
hast prepared of thy goodness for the poor.

11 The Lord gave the word: great was the company of

those that published it.

12 Kings of armies did flee apace : and she that tarried

at home divided the spoil.

13 Though ye have lain among the pots, yet shall ye be
as the wings of a dove covered with silver : and her feathers
with yellow gold.

14 When the Almighty scattered kings in it : it was
white as snow in Salmon.

15 The hill of God is as the hill of Bashan : a high hill

as the hill of Bashan.
16 Why leap ye, ye high hills? this is the hill which

God desireth to dwell in : yea, the Lord will dwell in it for

ever.

17 The chariots of God are twenty thousand, even thou-
sands of angels : the Lord is among them, as in Sinai, in

the holy place.

18 Thou hast ascended on high, thou hast led captivity
captive : thou hast received gifts for men

;
yea, for the

rebellious also, that the Lord God might dwell among
them.

19 Blessed be the Lord, who daily loadeth us with bene-
fits : even the God of our salvation.
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20 Thy God hath commanded thy strength : strengthen,
O God, that which thou hast wrought for us.

21 Because of thy temple at Jerusalem : shall kings
bring presents unto thee.

22 Princes shall come out of Egypt : Ethiopia shall soon
stretch out her hands unto God.

23 Sing unto God, ye kingdoms of the earth: O sing
praises unto the Lord

;

24 To him that rideth upon the heavens of heavens,
which were of old: lo, he doth send out his voice, and that
a mighty voice.

25 Ascribe ye strength unto God: his excellency is over
Israel, and his strength is in the clouds.
26 O God, thou art terrible out of thy holy places : the

God of Israel is he thatgiveth strength and power unto his
people. Blessed be God.

selectio:n^ 24.

Psalm 70.

1 MAKE haste, O God, to deliver me: make haste to

help me, O Lord.
2 Let them be ashamed and confounded that seek after

my soul : let them be turned backward, and put to confu-
sion, that desire my hurt.

3 Let them be turned back for a reward of their shame :

that say. Aha, aha.

4 Let all those that seek thee rejoice and be glad in thee

:

and let such as love thy salvation say continually, Let God
be magnified.

5 But I am poor and needy; make haste unto me, O God :

thou art my help and my deliverer ; O Lord, make no
taiTying.

Psalm 71: 1-5, 8-9, 12, 14-24.

6 IN thee, O Lord, do I put my trust : let me never be
put to confusion.

7 Deliver mo in thy righteousness, and cause me to

escape : incline thine ear unto me, and save me.
8 Be thou my strong habitation, whereunto I may con-

tinually resort : thou hast given commandment to save me
;

for thou art my rock and my fortress.
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9 Deliver me, O my God, out of the hand of the wicked :

out of the hand of the unrighteous and cruel man,
10 For thou art my hope, O Lord God : thou art my

trust from my youth.
11 Let my mouth be filled with thy praise : and with

thy honour all the day.
12 Cast me not off in the time of old age : forsake me not

when my strength faileth.

13 O God, be not far from me : O my God, make haste

for my help.

14 But I will hope continually : and will yet praise thee

more and more.
15 My mouth shall show forth thy righteousness and thy

salvation all the day : for I know not the numbers thereof.

16 I will go in the strength of the Lord God : I will make
mention of thy righteousness, even of thine only.

17 O God, thou hast taught me from my youth : and
hitherto have I declared thy wondrous works.

18 Now also when I am old and gray-headed, O God,
forsake me not : until I have showed thy strength unto this

generation, and thy power to every one that is to come.
19 Thy righteousness also, O God, is very high, who

hast done great things : O God, who is like unto thee !

20 Thou, which hast showed me great and sore troubles,

shalt quicken me again : and shalt bring me up again from
the depths of the earth.

21 Thou shalt increase my greatness : and comfort me on
every side.

22 I will also praise thee with the psaltery, even thy
truth, O my God : unto thee will I sing with the harp, O
thou Holy One of Israel.

23 My lips shall greatly rejoice when I sing unto thee :

and my soul, which thou hast redeemed.
24 My tongue also shall talk of thj^ righteousness all the

day long : for they are confounded, for they are brought
unto shame, that seek my hurt.

SELECTION 25.

Psalm 72.

1 GIVE the king thy judgments, O God : and thy right-

eousness unto the king's son.
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2 He shall judge thy people with righteousness : and
thy poor with judgment.

3 The mountains shall bring peace to the people : and
the little hills, by righteousness.

4 He shall judge the poor of the people : he shall save
the children of the needy, and shall break in pieces the
oppressor.

5 They shall fear thee as long as the sun and moon en-
dure : throughout all generations.

6 He shall come down like rain upon the mown grass :

as showers that water the earth.

7 In his days shall the righteous flourish : and abundance
of peace so long as the moon endureth.

8 He shall have dominion also from sea to sea : and from
the river unto the ends of the earth.

9 They that dwell in the wilderness shall bow before
him : and his enemies shall lick the dust.

10 The kings of Tarshish and of the isles shall bring
presents: the kings of Sheba and Seba shall oflier gifts.

11 Yea, all kings shall fall down before him : all nations
shall serve him.

12 For he shall deliver the needy w^hen he crieth: the
poor also, and him that hath no helper.

13 He shall spare the poor and needy : and shall save the
souls of the needy.

14 He shall redeem their soul from deceit and violence :

and precious shall their blood be in his sight.

15 And he shall live, and to him shall be given of the
gold of Sheba : prayer also shall be made for him continu-
ally ; and daily shall he be praised.

16 There shall be a handful of corn in the earth upon
the top of the mountains ; the fruit thereof shall shake like

Lebanon : and they of the city shall flourish like grass of
the earth.

17 His name shall endure for ever ; his name shall be
continued as long as the sun : and men shall be blessed in

him ; all nations shall call him blessed.
18 Blessed be the Lord God, the God of Israel : who only

doeth wondrous things.

19 And blessed be his glorious name for ever : and let

the whole earth be filled with his glory. Amen, and Amen.
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SELECTION 26.

Psalm 73: 1-26.

1 TRULY God is good to Israel : even to such as are of

a clean heart.

2 But as for me, my feet were almost gone: my steps
had well nigh slipped.

3 For I was envious at the foolish : when I saw the pros-

perity of the wicked.
4 For there are no bands in their death: but their

strength is firm.

5 They are not in trouble as other men : neither are they
plagued like other men.

6 Therefore pride compasseth' them about as a chain

:

violence covereth them as a garment.
7 Their eyes stand out with fatness : they have more

than heart could wish.
8 They are corrupt, and speak wickedly concerning op-

pression : they speak loftily.

9 They set their mouth against the heavens : and their

tongue walketh through the earth.

10 Therefore his people return hither : and waters of a
full cup are wrung out to them,

11 And they say. How doth God know : and is there
knowledge in the Most High ?

12 Behold, these are the ungodly, who prosper in the
world : they increase in riches.

13 Verily I have cleansed my heart in vain : and washed
my hands in innocency.

14 For all the day long have I been plagued: and
chastened every morning,

15 If I say, I will speak thus : behold, I should offend
against the generation of thy children.

16 When I thought to know this: it was too painful for me

;

17 Until I went into the sanctuary of God : then under-
stood I their end.

18 Surely thou didst set them in slippery places : thou
castedst them down into destruction.

19 How are they brought into desolation, as in a mo-
ment : they are utterly consumed with terrors.

20 As a dream when one awaketh: so, O Lord, when
thou awakest, thou shalt despise their image.
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21 Thus my heart was grieved : and I was pricked in

my reins.

22 So foolish was I, and ignorant : I was as a beast be-
fore thee.

23 Nevertheless I am continually with thee : thou hast
holden me by my right hand.
24 Thou shalt guide me with thy counsel: and after-

ward receive me to glory.

25 Whom have I in heaven but thee : and there is none
upon earth that I desire besides thee.

26 My flesh and my heart faileth : but God is the
strength of my heart, and my portion for ever.

SELECTION 27.

Psalm 77.

1 I CRIED unto God with my voice, even unto God
with my voice : and he gave ear unto me.

2 In the day of m}^ trouble I sought the Lord: my sore
ran in the night, and ceased not ; my soul refused to be
comforted.

3 I remembered God, and was troubled: I complained,
and my spirit was overwhelmed.

4 Thou boldest mine eyes waking : I am so troubled that
I cannot speak.

5 I have considered the days of old : the years of ancient
times.

6 I call to remembrance my song in the night : I com-
mune with mine own heart; and my spirit made diligent

search.

7 AVill the Lord cast off for ever : and will he be favour-
able no more ?

8 Is his mercy clean gone for ever: doth his promise fail

for evermore ?

9 Hath God forgotten to be gracious : hath he in anger
shut up his tender mercies ?

10 And I said, This is my infirmity : but I will remem-
ber the years of the right hand of the Most High.
Ill will remember the works of the Lord : surely I will

remember thy wonders of old.

12 I will meditate also of all thy work : and talk of thy
doings.
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13 Thy way, O God, is in the sanctuary: who is so great

a God as our God?
14 Tliou art the God that doest wonders : thou hast de-

clared thy strength among the people.

15 Thou hast with thine arm redeemed thy people : the

sons of Jacob and Joseph.
16 The waters saw thee, O God, the waters saw thee;

they were afraid : the depths also were troubled.

17 The clouds poured out water; the skies sent out a
sound : thine arrows also went abroad.

18 The voice of thy thunder was in the heaven: the

lightnings lightened the world ; the earth trembled and
shook.

19 Thy way is in the sea, and thy path in the great

waters: and thy footsteps are not known.
20 Thou leddest thy people like a flock : by the hand of

Moses and Aaron.

SELECTION 28.

Psalm 80.

1 GIVE ear, O Shepherd of Israel, thou that leadest

Joseph like a flock : thou that dwellest between the cheru-

bim, shine forth.

2 Before Ephraim and Benjamin and Manasseh: stir up
thy strength, and come and save us.

3 Turn us again, O God : and cause thy face to shine :

and we shall be saved.

4 O Lord God of hosts: how long wilt thou be angry
against the prayer of thy people ?

5 Thou feedest them with the bread of tears : and givest

them tears to drink in great measure.
6 Thou makest us a strife unto our neighbours: and

our enemies laugh among themselves.

7 Turn us again, O God of hosts, and cause thy face to

shine : and we shall be saved.

8 Thou hast brought a vine out of Egypt : thou hast

cast out the heathen, and planted it.

9 Thou preparedst room before it: and didst cause it

to take deep root, and it filled the land.

10 The hills were covered with the shadow of it: and
the boughs thereof were like the goodly cedars.
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11 She sent out her boughs unto the sea: and her
branches unto the river.

12 Why hast thou then broken down her hedges: so
that all they which pass by the way do pluck her ?

18 The boar out of the wood doth waste it: and the wild
beast of the field doth devour it.

14 Return, we beseech thee, O God of hosts : look down
from heaven, and behold, and visit this vine

;

15 And the vineyard which thy right hand hath planted

:

and the branch that thou madest strong for thyself.

16 It is burned with fire, it is cut down : they perish at

the rebuke of thy countenance.
17 Let thy hand be upon the man of thy right hand :

upon the son of man whom thou madest strong for thyself.

18 So will not we go back from thee: quicken us, and
we will call upon thy name.

19 Turn us again, O Lord God of hosts : cause thy face
to shine; and we shall be saved.

SELECTION 29.

Psalm 84.

1 HOW amiable are thy tabernacles : O Lord of hosts

!

2 My soul longeth, yea, even faiuteth for the courts of

the Lord : my heart and my flesh crieth out for the living
God.

3 Yea, the sparrow hath found a house, and the swallow
a nest for herself, where she may lay her young : even
thine altars, O Lord of hosts, my King, and my God.

4 Blessed are they that dwell in thy house : they will

be still praising thee.

5 Blessed is the man whose strength is in thee : in whose
heart are the ways of them.

6 Who passing through the valley of Baca make it a
well : the rain also filleth the pools.

7 They go from strength to strength : every one of them
in Zion appeareth beforeGod.

8 O Lord God of hosts, hear my prayer: give ear, O
God of Jacob.

9 Behold, O God our shield : and look upon the face of
thine anointed.

10 For a day in thy courts is better than a thousand : I
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had rather be a doorkeeper in the house of my God, than
to dwell in the tents of wickedness.

11 For the Lord God is a sun and shield: the Lord will

give grace and glory ; no good thing will he withhold from
them that walk uprightly.

12 O Lord of hosts : blessed is the man that trusteth in

thee.

Psalm 85.

13 LORD, thou hast been favourable unto thy land :

thou hast brought back the captivity of Jacob.
14 Thou hast forgiven the iniquity of thy people : thou

hast covered all their sin.

15 Thou hast taken away all thy wrath: thou hast
turned thyself from the fierceness of thine anger.

16 Turn us, O God of our salvation: and cause thine
anger toward us to cease.

17 Wilt thou be angry with us for ever: wilt thou draw
out thine anger to all generations ?

18 Wilt thou not revive us again : that thy people may
rejoice in thee ?

19 Show us thy mercy, O Lord : and grant us thy salva-

tion.

20 I will hear what God the Lord will speak : for he
will speak peace unto his people, and to his saints, but let

them not turn again to folly.

21 Surely his salvation is nigh them that fear him : that
glory may dwell in our land.

22 Mercy and truth are met together : righteousness and
peace have kissed each other.

23 Truth shall spring out of the earth : and righteous-
ness shall look down from heaven.
24 Yea, the Lord shall give that which is good: and our

land shall yield her increase.

25 Righteousness shall go before him: and shall set us
in the way of his steps.

SELECTIOIS^ 30.

Psalm 86.

1 BOW down thine ear, O Lord, hear me: for I am
poor and needy.
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2 Preserve my soul ; for I am holy : O thou my God,
save thy servaut that trusteth in thee.

3 Be merciful unto me, O Lord: for I cry unto thee
daily.

4 Rejoice the soul of thy servaut : for unto thee, O Lord,
do I lift up my soul.

5 For thou, Lord, art good, and ready to forgive: and
plenteous in mercy unto all them that call upon thee.

6 Give ear, O Lord, unto my prayer: and attend to the

voice of my supplications.

7 In the day of my trouble I will call upon thee : for

thou wilt answer me.
8 Among the gods there is none like unto thee, O Lord:

neither are there any works like unto thy works.
9 All nations whom thou hast made shall come and

worship before thee, O Lord : and shall glorify thy name.
10 For thou art great, and doest wondrous things: thou

art God alone.

11 Teach me thy ways, O Lord'; I will walk in thy truth

:

unite my heart to fear thy name.
12 I will praise thee, O Lord my God, with all my

heart: and I will glorify thy name for evermore.
13 For great is thy mercy toward me : and thou hast de-

livered my soul from the lowest hell.

14 O God, the proud are risen against me: and the as-

semblies of violent men have sought after my soul ; and
have not set thee before them.

15 But thou, O Lord, art a God full of compassion: and
gracious, longsuffering, and plenteous in mercy and truth.

16 O turn unto me, and have mercy upon me: give thy
strength unto thy servant, and save the son of thine hand-
maid.

17 Show me a token for good ; that they which hate me
may see it, and be ashamed: because thou, Lord, hast
holpen me, and comforted me.

Psalm 87.

18 HIS foundation: is in the holy mountains.
19 The Lord loveth the gates of Zion: more than all the

dwellings of Jacob.
20 Glorious things are spoken of thee: O city of God.
21 I will make mention of Rahab and Babylon to them
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that know me : behold Philistia, and Tyre, with Ethiopia

;

this man was born there.

22 And of Zion it shall be said, This and that man was
born in her : and the Highest himself shall establish her.

23 The Lord shall count, when he writeth up the people

:

that this man was born there.

24 As well the singers as the players on instruments shall

be there : all my springs are in thee.

SELECTION 31.

Psalm 89: 1-37,

1 I WILL sing of the mercies of the Lord for ever:

with my mouth will I make known thy faithfulness to all

generations.

2 For I have said, Mercy shall be built up for ever : thy
faithfulness shalt thou establish in the very heavens,

3 I have made a covenant with my chosen : I have sworn
unto David my servant,

4 Thy seed will I establish for ever : and build up thy
throne to all generations.

5 And the heavens shall praise thy wonders, O Lord:
thy faithfulness also in the congregation of the saints.

6 For who in the heaven can be compared unto the
Lord ; who among the sons of the mighty can be likened
unto the Lord ?

7 God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of the
saints: and to be had in reverence of all them that are

about him,
8 O Lord God of hosts, who is a strong Lord like unto

thee : or to thy faithfulness round about thee '?

9 Thou rulest the raging of the sea: when the waves
thereof arise, thou stillest them.

10 Thou hast broken Rahab in pieces, as one that is

slain: thou hast scattered thine enemies with thy strong
arm.

11 The heavens are thine, the earth also is thine: as for

the world and the fulness thereof, thou hast founded them,
12 The north and the south thou hast created them:

Tabor and Hermon shall rejoice in thy name,
13 Thou hast a mighty arm: strong is thy hand, and

high is thy right hand.
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14 Justice and judgment are the habitation of thy
throne : mercy and truth shall go before thy face,

15 Blessed is the people that know the joyful sound:
they shall walk, O Lord, in the light of thy counte-
nance.

16 In thy name shall they rejoice all the day : and in thy
righteousness shall they be exalted.

17 For thou art the glory of their strength: and in thy
favour our horn shall be exalted.

18 For the Lord is our defense: and the Holy One of
Israel is our King.

19 Then thou spakest in vision to thy Holy One, and
saidst, I have laid help upon one that is mighty : I have
exalted one chosen out of the people.

20 I have found David my servant: with my holy oil

have I anointed him

:

21 With whom my hand shall be established : mine arm
also shall strengthen him.
22 The enemy shall not exact upon him: nor the son

of wickedness afflict him.
23 And I will beat down his foes before his face : and

plague them that hate him.
24 But my faithfulness and my mercy shall be with

him : and in my name shall his horn be exalted.

25 I will set his hand also in the sea : and his right hand
in the rivers.

26 He shall cry unto me, Thou art my Father : my God,
and the Rock of my salvation.

27 Also I will make him my firstborn : higher than the
kings of the earth.

28 My mercy will I keep for him for evermore : and my
covenant shall stand fast with him.

29 His seed also will I make to endure forever: and his
throne as the days of heaven.
30 If his children forsake my law: and walk not in my

judgments;
31 If they break my statutes: and keep not my com-

mandments
;

32 Then will I visit their transgression with the rod:
and their iniquity with stripes.

33 Nevertheless my loving-kindness will I not utterly
take from him: nor suffer my faithfulness to fail.
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34 My covenant will I not break: nor alter the thing
that is gone out of my lips.

35 Once have I sworn by my holiness: that I will not
lie unto David.
36 His seed shall endure for ever: and his throne as the

sun before me.
37 It shall be established for ever as the moon : and as a

faithful witness in heaven.

SELECTION 32.

Psalm 90.

1 LORD, thou hast been our dwelling-place: in all

generations.

2 Before the mountains were brought forth, or ever thou
hadst formed the earth and the world: even from ever-

lasting to everlasting, thou art God.
3 Thou turnest man to destruction : and sayest, Return,

ye children of men.
4 For a thousand years in thy sight are but as yesterday

when it is past : and as a watch in the night.

5 Thou carriest them away as with a flood ; they are as

a sleep : in the morning they are like grass which grow-
eth up.

6 In the morning it flourisheth, and groweth up : in the
evening it is cut down, and withereth.

7 For we are consumed by thine anger: and by thy
wrath are we troubled.

8 Thou hast set our iniquities before thee: our secret

sins in the light of thy countenance.
9 For all our days are passed away in thy wrath: we

spend our years as a tale that is told.

10 The days of our years are threescore years and ten

;

and if by reason of strength they be fourscore years : yet
is their strength labour and sorrow ; for it is soon cut off,

and we fly away.
11 Who knoweth the power of thine anger: even ac-

cording to thy fear, so is thy wrath.
12 So teach us to number our days : that we may apply

our hearts unto wisdom.
13 Return, O Lord, how long : and let it repent thee con-

cerning thy servants.
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14 O satisfy us early with thy mercy: that we may re-

joice and be glad all our days.
15 Make us glad according to the days wherein thou

hast afflicted us: and the years wherein we have seen
evil.

16 Let thy work appear unto thy servants: and thy glory
unto their children.

17 And let the beauty of the Lord our God be upon us:
and establish thou the work of our hands upon us

;
yea,

the work of our hands establish thou it.

SELECTION 33.

Psalm 91.

1 HE that dwelleth in the secret place of the Most
High : shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty.

2 I will say of the Lord, He is my refuge and my fort-

ress : my God ; in him will I trust.

3 Surely he shall deliver thee from the snare of the
fowler: and from the noisome pestilence.

4 He shall cover thee with his feathers, and under his
wings Shalt thou trust: his truth shall be thy shield and
buckler.

5 Thou Shalt not be afraid for the terror by night : nor
for the arrow that flieth by day

;

6 Nor for the pestilence that walketh in darkness : nor
for the destruction that wasteth at noonday.

7 A thousand shall fall at thy side, and ten thousand at
thy right hand : but it shall not come nigh thee.

8 Only with thine eyes shalt thou beliold : and see the
reward of the wicked.

9 Because thou hast made the Lord, which is my refuge

:

even the Most High, thy habitation ;

10 There shall no evil befall thee : neither shall any
plague come nigh thy dwelling.

11 For he shall give his angels charge over thee : to
keep thee in all thy ways.

12 They shall bear thee up in their hands : lest thou dash
thy foot against a stone.

13 Thou shalt tread upon the lion and adder : the young
lion and the dragon shalt thou trample under feet.

14 Because he hath set his love upon me, therefore will
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I deliver him: I will set him on high, because he hath
known my name.

15 He shall call upon me, and I will answer him : I will

be with him in trouble; I will deliver him, and honour
him.

16 With long life will I satisfy him: and show him my
salvation.

SELECTION 34.

Psalm 92.

1 IT is a good thing to give thanks unto the Lord : and
to sing praises unto thy name, O Most High

:

2 To show forth thy loving-kindness in the morning:
and thy faithfulness every night,

3 Upon an instrument of ten strings, and upon the

psaltery : upon the harp with a solemn sound.
4 For thou. Lord, hast made me glad through thy work

:

I will triumph in the works of thy hands.

5 Lord, how great are thy works : and thy thoughts
are very deep.

6 A brutish man knoweth not : neither doth a fool un-
derstand this.

7 When the wicked spring as the grass, and when all

the workers of iniquity do flourish : it is that they shall be
destroyed for ever :

8 But thou. Lord: art most high for evermore.
9 For, lo, thine enemies, O Lord, for, lo, thine enemies

shall perish: all the workers of iniquity shall be scattered.

10 But my horn shalt thou exalt like the horn of a uni-

corn: I shall be anointed with fresh oil.

11 Mine eye also shall see my desire on mine enemies :

and mine ears shall hear my desire of the wicked that rise

up against me.
12 The righteous shall flourish like the palm tree : he

shall grow like a cedar in Lebanon.
13 Those that be planted in the house of the Lord : shall

flourish in the courts of our God.
14 They shall still bring forth fruit in old age : they shall

be fat and flourishing
;

15 To show that the Lord is upright : he is my rock, and
there is no unrighteousness in him.
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Psalm 93.

16 THE Lord reigneth, he is clothed with majesty

;

the Lord is clothed with strength, wherewith he hath
girded himself: the world also is stablished, that it cannot

be moved.
17 Thy throne is established of old: thou art from ever-

lasting.

18 The floods have lifted up, O Lord, the floods have
lifted up their voice : the floods lift up their waves.

19 The Lord on high is mightier than the noise of many
waters : yea, than the mighty waves of the sea.

20 Th)'' testimonies are very sure: holiness becometh
thine house, O Lord, for ever.

SELECTION 35.

Psalm 95.

1 O COME, let us sing unto the Lord : let us make a

joyful noise to the Rock of our salvation.

2 Let us come before his presence with thanksgiving

:

and make a joyful noise unto him with psalms.

3 For the Lord is a great God : and a great King above
all gods.

4 In his hand are the deep places of the earth: the

strength of the hills is his also.

5 The sea is his, and he made it : and his hands formed
the dry land.

6 O come, let us worship and bow down : let us kneel

before the Lord our maker.
7 For he is our God ; and we are the people of his pas-

ture, and the sheep of his hand: To day if ye will hear his

voice,

8 Harden not your heart, as in the provocation: and as

in the day of temptation in the wilderness:

9 "When your fathers tempted me : proved me, and saw
my work.

10 Forty years long was I grieved with this generation,

and said : It is a people that do err in their heart, and they
have not known my ways:

11 Unto whom I sware in my wrath : that they should
not enter into my rest.
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Psalm 96,

12 O SIKG unto the Lord a new song: sing unto the
Lord, all the earth.

13 Sing unto the Lord, bless his name: show forth his

salvation from day to day.
14 Declare his glory among the heathen: his wonders

among all people.

15 For the Lord is great, and greatly to be praised: he is

to be feared above all gods.

16 For all the gods of the nations are idols : but the Lord
made the heavens.

17 Honour and majesty are before him: strength and
beauty are in his sanctuary.

18 Give unto the Lord, Oye kindreds of the people: give
unto the Lord glory and strength,

19 Give unto the Lord the glory due unto his name : bring
an offering, and come into his courts.

20 O worship the Lord in the beauty of holiness: fear
before him, all the earth.

21 Say among the heathen that the Lord reigneth : the
world also shall be established that it shall not be moved

;

he shall judge the people righteously.

22 Let the heavens rejoice, and let the earth be glad: let

the sea roar, and the fulness thereof.

23 Let the field be joyful, and all that is therein: then
shall all the trees of the wood rejoice

24 Before the Lord; for he cometh, for he cometh to

judge the earth: he shall judge the world with righteous-
ness, and the people with his truth.

SELECTION 36.

Psalm 97.

1 THE Lord reigneth ; let the earth rejoice : let the mul-
titude of isles be glad thereof.

2 Clouds and darkness are round about him : righteous-

ness and judgment are the habitation of his throne.

3 A fire goeth before him: and burnetii up his enemies
round about.

4 His lightnings enlightened the world : the earth saw,
and trembled.
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5 The hills melted like wax at the presence of the Lord

:

at the presence of the Lord of the whole earth.

6 The heavens declare his righteousness: and all the

people see his glory.

7 Confounded be all they that serve graven images, that

boast themselves of idols : worship him, all ye gods.

8 Zion heard, and was glad : and the daughters of Judah
rejoiced because of thy judgments, Lord.

9 For thou, Lord, art high above all the earth: thou art

exalted far above all gods.

10 Ye that love the Lord, hate evil: he preserveth the

souls of his saints ; he delivereth them out of the hand of

the wicked.
11 Light is sown for the righteous: and gladness for the

upright in heart.

12 Rejoice in the Lord, ye righteous: and give thanks

at the remembrance of his holiness.

Psalm 98.

13 O SING unto the Lord a new song ; for he hath done

marvellous things: his right hand, and his holy arm, hath

gotten him the victory.

14 The Lord hath made known his salvation : his right-

eousness hath he openly showed in the sight of the hea-

then.

15 He hath remembered his mercy and his truth toward

the house of Israel : all the ends of the earth have seen the

salvation of our God.
16 Make a joyful noise unto the Lord, all the earth

:

make a loud noise, and rejoice, and sing praise.

17 Sing unto the Lord with the harp: with the harp, and

the voice of a psalm.
18 With trumpets and sound of cornet: make a joyful

noise before the Lord, the King.
19 Let the sea roar, and the fulness thereof: the world,

and they that dwell therein.

20 Let the floods clap their hands: let the hills be joyful

together
21 Before the Lord ; for he cometh to judge the earth:

with righteousness shall he judge the world, and the people

with equity.
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Psalm 99.

22 THE Lord reigneth ; let the people tremble : he sit-

teth between the cherubim ; let the earth be moved.
23 The Lord is great in Ziou : and he is high above all

the people.

24 Let them praise thy great and terrible name : for it

is holy.

25 The king's strength also loveth judgment : thou dost
establish equity, thou executest judgment and righteous-

ness in Jacob.
26 Exalt ye the Lord our God, and v^orship at his foot-

stool : for he is holy.

27 Moses and Aaron among his priests, and Samuel
among them that call upon his name : they called upon
the Lord, and he answered them.
28 He spake unto them in the cloudy pillar: they kept

his testimonies, and the ordinance that he gave them.
29 Thou answeredst them, O Lord our God : thou wast

a God that forgavest them, though thou tookest vengeance
of their inventions.

30 Exalt the Lord our God, and worship at his holy hill

:

for the Lord our God is holy.

SELECTION 37.

Psalm 100.

1 MAKE a joyful noise unto the Lord: all ye lands.

2 Serve the Lord with gladness : come before his pre-

sence with singing.

3 Know ye that the Lord he is God : it is he that hath
made us, and not we ourselves ; we are his people, and the

sheep of his pasture.

4 Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into his

courts with praise : be thankful unto him, and bless his

name.
5 For the Lord is good ; his mercy is everlasting : and

his truth endureth to all generations.

PSAL3I 103.

6 BLESS the Lord, O my soul : and all that is within
me, bless his holy name.
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7 Bless the Lord, O my soul: and forget not all his

benefits

:

8 Who forgiveth all thine iniquities: who healeth all

thy diseases

;

9 Who redeemeth thy life from destruction : who crown-
eth thee with loving-kiudness and tender mercies

;

10 Who satisfieth thy mouth with good things: so that

thy youth is renewed like the eagle's.

11 The Lord executeth righteousness and judgment:
for all that are oppressed.

12 He made known his ways unto Moses : his acts unto
the children of Israel.

13 The Lord is merciful and gracious: slow to auger,

and plenteous in mercy.
14 He will not always chide: neither will he keep his

anger for ever.

15 He hath not dealt with us after our sins: nor re-

warded us according to our iniquities.

16 For as the heaven is high above the earth : so great

is his mercy toward them that fear him.
17 As far as the east is from the west : so far hath he

removed our transgressions from us.

18 Like as a father pitieth his children : so the Lord piti-

eth them that fear him.
19 For he knoweth our frame : he remembereth that we

are dust.

20 As for man, his days are as grass : as a flower of the

field, so he flourisheth.

21 For the wind passeth over it, and it is gone : and the

place thereof shall know it no more.
22 But the mercy of the Lord is from everlasting to ever-

lasting upon them that fear him : and his righteousness
unto children's children

;

23 To such as keep his covenant : and to those that

remember his commandments to do them.
24 The Lord hath prepared his throne in the heavens: and

his kingdom ruleth over all.

25 Bless the Lord, ye his angels, that excel in strength:

that do his commandments, hearkening unto the voice of

his word.
26 Bless ye the Lord, all ye his hosts : ye ministers of

his, that do his pleasure.
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27 Bless the Lord, all his works in all places of his

dominion: bless the Lord, O my soul.

SELECTION 38.

Psalm 104.

1 BLESS the Lord, O my soul: O Lord my God, thou
art very great ; thou art clothed with honour and ma-
jesty;

2 Who coverest thyself with light as with a garment:
who stretchest out the heavens like a curtain

;

3 Who layeth the beams of his chambers in the waters:
who maketh the clouds his chariot ; who walketh upon the
wings of the wind

;

4 Who maketh his angels spirits : his ministers a flam-
ing fire ;

5 Who laid the foundations of the earth : that it should
not be removed for ever.

6 Thou coveredst it with the deep as with a garment

:

the waters stood above the mountains.
7 At thy rebuke they fled : at the voice of thy thunder

they hasted away.
8 They go up by the mountains : they go down by the

valleys unto the place which thou hast founded for them.
9 Thou hast set a bound that they may not pass over

:

that they turn not again to cover the earth.

10 He sendeth the springs into the valleys: which run
among the hills.

11 They give drink to every beast of the field: the wild
asses quench their thirst.

12 By them shall the fowls of the heaven have their

habitation: which sing among the branches.
13 He watereth the hills from his chambers: the earth is

satisfied with the fruit of thy works.
14 He causeth the grass to grow for the cattle, and herb

for the service of man: that he may bring forth food out of

the earth

;

15 And wine that maketh glad the heart of man: and oil

to make his face to shine, and bread which strengtheneth
man's heart.

16 The trees of the Lord are full of sap : the cedars of

Lebanon, which he hath planted
;
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17 Where the birds make their nests : as for the stork, the

fir trees are her house.

18 The high hills are a refuge for the Avild goats: and
the rocks for the conies.

19 He appointed the moon for seasons: the sun knoweth
his going down.
20 Thou makest darkness, and it is night: wherein all

the beasts of the forest do creep forth.

21 The young lions roar after their prey : and seek their

meat from God.
22 The sun ariseth, they gather themselves together:

and lay them down in their dens.

23 Man goeth forth unto his work and to his labour:

until the evening.
24 O Lord, how manifold are thy works: in wisdom hast

thou made them all ; the earth is full of thy riches.

25 So is this great and wide sea: wherein are things

creeping innumerable, both small and great beasts.

26 There go the ships ; there is that leviathan: whom
thou hast made to play therein.

27 These wait all upon thee : that thou mayst give them
their meat in due season.

28 That thou givest them they gather: thou openest

thine hand, they are filled with good.
29 Thou hidest thy face, they are troubled : thou takest

away their breath, they die, and return to their dust.

30 Thou sendest forth thy spirit, they are created : and
thou renewest the face of the earth.

31 The glory of the Lord shall endure for ever: the Lord
shall rejoice in his works.
32 He looketh on the earth, and it trembleth : he touch-

eth the hills, and they smoke.
33 I will sing unto the Lord as long as I live: I will slug

praise to my God while I have my being.

34 My meditation of him shall' be sw'eet : I will be glad
in the Lord.

35 Let the sinners be consumed out of the earth, and let

the wicked be no more: Bless thou the Lord, O my soul.

Praise ye the Lord.
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SELECTION 39.

Psalm 107: 1-22.

1 O GIVE thanks unto the Lord, for he is good: for his

mercy endureth for ever.

2 Let the redeemed of the Lord say so, whom he hath
redeemed : from the hand of the enemy

;

3 And gathered them out of the lands, from the east,

and from the west: from the north, and from the south.

4 They wandered in the wilderness in a solitary way:
they found no city to dwell in.

5 Hungry and thirsty : their soul fainted in them.
6 Then they cried unto the Lord in their trouble : and

he delivered them out of their distresses.

7 And he led them forth by the right way : that they
might go to a city of habitation.

8 Oh that men would praise the Lord for his goodness:
and for his wonderful works to the children of men!

9 For he satisfieth the longing soul: and fiUeth the

hungry soul with goodness.
10 Such as sit in darkness and in the shadow of death:

being bound in affliction and iron
;

11 Because they rebelled against the words of God: and
contemned the counsel of the Most High:

12 Therefore he brought down their heart with labour:

they fell down, and there was none to help.

13 Then they cried unto the Lord in their trouble: and
he saved them out of their distresses.

14 He brought them out of darkness and the shadow of

death : and brake their bands in sunder.

15 Oh that men would praise the Lord for his goodness:
and for his wonderful works to the children of men

!

16 For he hath broken the gates of brass: and cut the

bars of iron in sunder.

17 Fools, because of their transgression: and because of

their iniquities, are afflicted.

18 Their soul abhorreth all manner of meat: and they
draw near unto the gates of death.

19 Then they cry unto the Lord in their trouble : and he
saveth them out of their distresses.

20 He sent his word, and healed them: and delivered

them from their destructions.
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21 Oh that men would praise the Lord for his goodness

:

and for his wonderful works to the children of men

!

22 And let them sacrifice the sacrifices of thanksgiving

:

and declare his works with rejoicing.

SELECTION 40.

Psalm 107: 23-40.

1 THEY that go down to the sea in ships : that do busi-

ness in great waters
;

2 These see the works of the Lord: and his wonders in

the deep.
3 For he commandeth, and raiseth the stormy wind:

which lifteth up the waves thereof.

4 They mount up to the heaven, they go down again to

the depths : their soul is melted because of trouble.

5 They reel to and fro, and stagger like a drunken man

:

and are at their wit's end.

6 Then they cry unto the Lord in their trouble : and he
bringeth them out of their distresses.

7 He maketh the storm a calm : so that the waves thereof

are still.

8 Then are they glad because they be quiet : so he bring-

eth them unto their desired haven.
9 Oh that men would praise the Lord for his goodness:

and for his wonderful works to the children of men

!

10 Let them exalt him also in the congregation of the

people : and praise him in the assembly of the elders.

11 He turneth rivers into a wilderness : and the water-
springs into dry ground

;

12 A fruitful land into barrenness : for the wickedness
of them that dwell therein.

13 He turneth the wilderness into a standing water: and
dry ground into watersprings.

14 And there he maketh the hungry to dwell : that they
may prepare a city for habitation

;

15 And sow the fields, and plant vineyards : which may
yield fruits of increase.

16 He blesseth them also, so that they are multiplied
greatly : and suffereth not their cattle to decrease.

17 Again, they are minished and brought low : through
oppression, affliction, and sorrow.
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18 He poureth contempt upon princes: and causeth
them to wander in tlie wilderness, where there is no
way.

19 Yet setteth he the poor on high from affliction : and
maketh him families like a flock,

20 The righteous shall see it, and rejoice: and all ini-

quity shall stop her mouth.
21 Whoso is wise, and will observe these things : even

they shall understand the loving-kindness of the Lord.

SELECTION 41.

Psalm 110.

1 THE Lord said unto my Lord : Sit thou at my right
hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool.

2 The Lord shall send the rod of thy strength out of
Zion: rule thou in the midst of thine enemies.

3 Thy people shall be willing in the day of thy power,
in the beauties of holiness from the womb of the morning

:

thou hast the dew of thy youth.
4 The Lord hath sworn, and will not repent : Thou art a

priest for ever after the order of Melchizedek.
5 The Lord at thy right hand : shall strike through kings

in the day of his wrath.
6 He shall judge among the heathen: he shall fill the

places with the dead bodies; he shall wound the heads over
many countries.

7 He shall drink of the brook in the way : therefore shall

he lift up the head.

Psalm 111.

8 PRAISE ye the Lord. I will praise the Lord with
my whole heart : in the assembly of the upright, and in the

congregation.
9 The works of the Lord are great: sought out of all

them that have pleasure therein.

10 His work is honourable and glorious: and his right-

eousness endureth forever.

He hath made his wonderful works to be remembered

:

the Lord is gracious and full of compassion.
12 He hath given meat unto them that fear him : he will

ever be mindful of his covenant.
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13 He hatli showed his people the power of his works :

that he may give them the heritage of the heathen.

14 The works of his hands are verity and judgment : all

his commandments are sure.

15 They stand fast for ever and ever: and are done in

truth and uprightness.

16 He sent redemption unto his people: he hath com-
manded his covenant for ever ; holy and reverend is his

name.
17 The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom : a

good understanding have all they that do his command-
ments ; his praise endureth for ever.

Psalm 112.

18 PRAISE ye the Lord. Blessed is the man that feareth

the Lord : that delighteth greatly in his commandments.
19 His seed shall be mighty upon earth : the generation

of the upright shall be blessed.

20 Wealth and riches shall be in his house : and his

righteousness endureth for ever.

21 Unto the upright there ariseth light in the darkness :

he is gracious, and full of compassion, and righteous.

22 A good man showeth favour, and lendeth : he will

guide his affairs with discretion.

23 Surely he shall not be moved for ever : the righteous

shall be in everlasting remembrance.
24 He shall not be afraid of evil tidings: his heart is

fixed, trusting in the Lord.
25 His heart is established, he shall not be afraid : until

he see his desire upon his enemies.
26 He hath dispersed, he hath given to the poor: his

righteousness endureth for ever ; his horn shall be exalted
with honour.

27 The wicked shall see it, and be grieved : he shall

gnash with his teeth, and melt away ; the desire of the

wicked shall perish

SELECTION 42.

Psalm 113: 1-6.

1 PRAISE ye the Lord. Praise, O ye servants of the

Lord : praise the name of the Lord.
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2 Blessed be the name of the Lord : from this time forth

and for evermore.
3 From the rising of the sun unto the going down of

the same : the Lord's name is to be praised.

4 The Lord is high above all nations : and his glory-

above the heavens.
5 Who is like unto the Lord our God : who dwelleth

on high,

6 Who humbleth himself to behold the things: that are

in heaven, and in the earth

!

Psalm 115.

7 NOT unto us, O Lord, not unto us, but unto thy name
give glory : for thy mercy, and for thy trutli's sake.

11 They have mouths, but they speak not: eyes have
they, but they see not

:

12 They have ears, but they hear not: noses have they,

but they smell not

13 They have hands, but they handle not: feet have
they, but they walk not ; neither speak they through their

throat.

14 They that make them are like unto them : so is every
one that trusteth in them.

15 O Israel, trust thou in the Lord : he is their help and
their shield.

16 O house of Aaron, trust in the Lord: he is their help
and their shield.

17 Ye that fear the Lord, trust in the Lord : he is their

help and their shield.

18 The Lord hath been mindful of us ; he will bless us

:

he will bless the house of Israel ; he will bless the house of

Aaron.
19 He will bless them that fear the Lord : both small and

great.

20 The Lord shall increase you more and more: you and
your children.
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21 Ye are blessed of the Lord : which made heaven and
earth.

22 The heaven, even the heavens, are the Lord's: but
the earth hath he given to the children of men.

23 The dead praise not the Lord : neither any that go
down into silence.

24 But we will bless the Lord : from this time forth and
for evermore. Praise the Lord.

SELECTION 43.

Psalm 116,

1 I LOVE the Lord : because he hath heard my voice

and my supplications.

2 Because he hath inclined his ear unto me: therefore

will I call upon him as long as I live.

12 What shall I render unto the Lord : for all his bene-

fits toward me ?

13 I will take the cup of salvation: and call upon the

name of the Lord.

14 I will pay my vows unto the Lord: now in the pre-

sence of all his people.

15 Precious in the sight of the Lord : is the death of his

saints.

16 O Lord, truly I am thy servant: I am thy servant,

and the son of thine handmaid ; thou hast loosed my bonds.
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17 I will offer to thee the sacrifice of thanksgiving: and
will call upon the name of the Lord.

18 I will pay my vows unto the Lord : now in the pre-
sence of all his people,

19 In the courts of the Lord's house, in the midst of thee,
Jerusalem : Praise ye the Lord.

Psalm 117.

20 O PRAISE the Lord, all ye nations: praise him, all

ye people.

21 For his merciful kindness is great toward us: and the
truth of the Lord endureth for ever. Praise ye the Lord.

SELECTION 44.

Psalm 118.

1 O GIVE thanks unto the Lord ; for he is good : be-
cause his mercy endureth for ever.

2 Let Israel now say : that his mercy endureth for ever.
3 Let the house of Aaron now say : that his mercy en-

dureth for ever.

4 Let them now that fear the Lord say : that his mercy
endureth for ever.

5 I called upon the Lord in distress : the Lord answered
me, and set me in a large place.

6 The Lord is on my side, I will not fear : what can man
do unto me ?

7 The Lord taketh my part with them that help me :

therefore shall I see my desire upon them that hate me.
8 It is better to trust in the Lord : than to put confidence

in man.

12 They compassed me about like bees; they are

quenched as the fire of thorns : for in the name of the Lord

13 Thou hast thrust sore at me that I might fall : but
the Lord helped me.
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14 The Lord is my strength and song : and is become my
salvation.

15 The voice of rejoicing and salvation is in the taber-

nacles of the righteous: the right hand of the Lord doeth
valiantly.

16 The right hand of the Lord is exalted : the right hand
of the Lord doeth valiantly.

17 I shall not die, but live: and declare the works of the

Lord.
18 The Lord hath chastened me sore: but he hath not

given me over unto death.

19 Open to me the gates of righteousness: I will go into

them, and I will praise the Lord:
20 This gate of the Lord : into which the righteous shall

enter.

21 I will praise thee: for thou hast heard me, and art

become my salvation.

22 The stone which the builders refused : is become the

head stone of the corner.

23 This is the Lord's doing: it is marvellous in our
eyes.

25 Save now, I beseech thee, O Lord : Lord, I beseech
thee, send now prosperity.

26 Blessed be he that cometh in the name of the Lord

:

we have blessed you out of the house of the Lord.
27 God is the Lord, which hath showed us light: bind

the sacrifice with cords, even unto the horns of the altar.

28 Thou art my God, and I will praise thee: thou art

my God, I will exalt thee.

29 O give thanks unto the Lord ; for he is good : for his

mercy endureth for ever.

SELECTION 45.

Psalm 119: 1-24.

1 BLESSED are the undefiled in the way : who walk in

the law of the Lord.
2 Blessed are they that keep his testimonies : and that

seek him with the whole heart.

3 They also do no iniquity : they walk in his ways.
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4 Thou hast commanded us: to keep thy precepts dili-
gently.

5 O that my ways were directed : to keep thy statutes

!

6 Then shall I not be ashamed: when I have respect
unto all. thy commandments.

16 I will delight myself in thy statutes: I will not for-
get thy word.

17 Deal bountifully with thy servant: that I may live
and keep thy word.

18 Open thou mine eyes: that I may behold wondrous
things out of thy law.

19 I am a stranger in the earth: hide not thy command-
ments from me.
20 My soul breaketh for the longing: that it hath unto

thy judgments at all times.
21 Thou hast rebuked the proud that are cursed : which

do err from thy commandments.
21 Remove from me reproach and contempt: for I have

kept thy testimonies.
23 Princes also did sit and speak against me : but thy

servant did meditate in thy statutes.
24 Thy testimonies also are my delight: and my coun-

sellors.
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SELECTION 46.

Psalm 119: 33^8,89-96.

1 TEACH me, O Lord, the way of thy statutes: and I

shall keep it unto the end.

2 Give me understanding, and I shall keep thy law : yea,

I shall observe it with my whole heart.

3 Make me to go in the path of thy commandments: for

therein do I delight.

4 Incline my heart unto thy testimonies: and not to

covetousness.
5 Turn away mine eyes from beholding vanity: and

quicken thou me in thy way.

15 And I will delight myself in thy commandments:
which I have loved.

16 My hands also will I lift up unto thy commandments,
which I have loved: and I will meditate in thy statutes.

17 For ever, O Lord: thy word is settled in heaven.
18 Thy faithfulness is imto all generations: thou hast

established the earth, and it abide th.

19 They continue this day according to thine ordinances

:

for all are thy servants.

20 Unless thy law had been my delights : I should then
have perished in mine affliction.

21 I will never forget thy precepts: for with them thou
hast quickened me.
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22 I am thine, save me : for I have sought thy precepts.

28 The wicked have waited for me to destroy me : but I

will consider thy testimonies.

24 I have seen an end of all perfection : but thy com-
mandment is exceeding broad.

1 OHOW love I thy law: it is my meditation all the
day.

20 Uphold me according unto thy word, that I may

live : and let me not be ashamed of my hope.
21 Hold thou me up, and I shall be safe : and I will have

respect unto thy statutes continually.

22 Thou hast trodden down all them that err from thy
statutes: for their deceit is falsehood.

23 Thou puttest away all the wicked of the earth like

dross: therefore I love thy testimonies.

24 My flesh trembleth for fear of thee : and I am afraid

of thy judgments.

18 UNTO thee lift I up mine eyes: O thou that dwell-
est in the heavens.

19 Behold, as the eyes of servants look unto the hand of

their masters, and as the eyes of a maiden unto the hand
of her mistress: so our eyes wait upon the Lord our God,
until that he have mercy upon us.

20 Let thy priests be clothed with righteousness : and let

thy saints shout for j oy

21 For thy servant David's sake: turn not away the face

of thine anointed.

22 The Lord hath sworn in truth unto David; he will

not turn from it : Of the fruit of thy body will I set upon
thy throne.

23. If thy children will keep my covenant and my testi-

mony that I shall teach them : their children shall also sit

upon th}'' throne for evermore.
24 For the Lord hath chosen Zion : he hath desired it

for his habitation.

25 This is my rest for ever : here will I dwell ; for I

have desired it.

21 The idols of the heathen are silver and gold: the
work of men's hands.
22 They have mouths, but they speak not: eyes have

they, but they see not

;

23 They have ears but they hear not : neither is there any
breath in their mouths.
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24 They that make them are like unto them : so is every
one that trusteth in them.

25 Bless the Lord, O house of Israel: bless the Lord,
house of Aaron:
26 Bless the Lord, O house of Levi: ye that fear the

Lord, bless the Lord.
27 Blessed be the Lord out of Zion: which dwelleth at

Jerusalem. Praise ye the Lord.

saying, Sing us one of the songs of Zion.

17 How shall we sing the Lord's song: in a strange
land?

18 If I forget thee, O Jerusalem: let my right hand for-

get her cunning.
19 If I do not remember thee, let my tongue cleave to

the roof of my mouth : if I prefer not Jerusalem above my
chief joy.

Psalm 138.

20 I WILL praise thee with my whole heart: before the

gods will I sing praise unto thee.

31 I will worship toward thy holy temple, and praise

thy name for thy loving-kindness and for thy truth: for

thou hast magnified thy word above all thy name.
22 In the day when I cried thou answeredst me : and

strengthenedst me with strength in my soul.

23 All the kings of the earth shall praise thee, O Lord

:

when they hear the words of thy mouth.
24 Yea, they shall sing in the ways of the Lord : for great

is the glory of the Lord.

14 My substance was not hid from thee, when I was
made in secret: and curiously wrought in the lowest parts
of the earth.

15 Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being unper-
fect: and in thy book all my members were written, which
in continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was none
of them.

16 How precious also are thy thoughts unto me, God:
how great is the sum of them !

17 If I should count them, they are more in number than
the sand : when I awake, I am still with thee.
